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Since the second half of the 20th century philosophers have discussed 
intensively questions which lie at the border between philosophy and ge-
ography. Also geographers have intensively dealt with philosophical issues. 
Several important concepts have been introduced in this context such as “ge-
ophilosophy” (G. Deleuze and F. Guattari) “philosophical topography” (J. 
Malpas), “atlas of philosophy” (E. Holenstein), “placelessness” (E. Relph), 
“topophilia” (G. Bachelard) and so on. There have been different approaches, 
but no attempt to establish a unitary conceptual framework which would en-
able to analyse systematically “borderline” issues of philosophy and human 
geography. Accordingly, no empirical research has been conducted which 
would build on such a theoretical framework. To undertake such an attempt is 
very necessary, because in the contemporary world, interdisciplinarity is one 
of the main features of philosophy. In this work, philosophical geography is 
considered as such an attempt and as an interdisciplinary “bridge” between 
philosophy on the one hand and human geography, cultural anthropology and 
sociology on the other hand.

My view of philosophical geography has as its basis the conceptual 
framework of philosophical geography which I have developed in my pre-
vious work.1 Thoughts and ideas of those thinkers who are discussed in 
the given work, have significantly influenced my vision of this conceptual 
framework.

Geography explores relationships between society and the natural en-
vironment. Human beings transform the natural environment, which in turn 
influences and, to a certain degree, conditions society. Some geographical 
elements (for example place and space) exert a powerful influence on in-
dividual and collective identities, self-awareness and actions. Philosophical 
geography studies the relations between these geographical elements and in-
dividual / collective identities and human agency. Because of its interdisci-
plinary nature, the student of philosophical geography should, in the research 
process, employ the methodology of both humanities and social sciences.

In the first chapter the conceptual framework of philosophical geogra-
phy is formulated. The conceptual framework of philosophical geography 
includes three levels of analysis: local, regional, and global. At the local level 
philosophical geography should study those relationships which exist be-
tween places/spaces and individual/collective identities. Place is understood 
here not as a static point in a homogeneous space, but as a process and an

event. In this process places acquire new identities and lose the old ones; 
they are constantly redefined and reinterpreted in ongoing interactions with 
humans and other places. Thus, philosophical geography should rely on a 
dynamic understanding of place. 

Places create spaces. The spaces which are created by the interaction 
between places and humans are of a different nature. At the local level of 
philosophical geography I distinguish three types of spaces: sacred space, 
historical space and space of everyday movement and action (in short: ev-
eryday space). In each of these spaces there exist places which interact with 
human beings, enable them to interact and thereby create the given space.

Sacred, historical and everyday spaces are dynamically intertwined: in 
the course of social life they define, influence and penetrate one other. Sacred, 
historical and everyday spaces unite in social space which is the space of 
human action in general. Social space is created by humans when they trans-
form the geographical space by creating places and spaces.

The interactions between humans, places and spaces are not always 
smooth and harmonic (which is already implicated in the fact that there can 
be places which negate each other). In the course of interaction, tensions 
could arise. At the local level philosophical geography should study and 
highlight these tensions and conflicts.

Thus the crucial concepts at the local level of philosophical geography 
are: places – spaces – identities – interactions. I use the plural form pur-
posely, in order to underline the dynamic nature of these concepts. In the 
light of the aforesaid, it is possible to specify further the subject matter of 
philosophical geography at the local level: philosophical geography studies 
relations between places (and spaces which are created by those places) and 
individual and collective identities. By outlining elements of spaces which, 
in their turn, are contained in places,2 philosophical geography analyses: 1. 
influences which individuals exert on a place and on the spaces which are 
contained in a given place; 2. influences which the elements of place/space 
exert on individuals’ identities and actions; 3. tensions/conflicts which arise 
in the course of interaction between individuals, places and spaces.

At the local level philosophical geography should employ an interdisci-

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plinary methodology. When studying places theoretically, a phenomenologi-
cal method could be successfully used and in empirical research considerable 
attention should be paid to participant observation and in-depth interviews. It 
is desirable to use flexible research strategies using triangulation in order to 
better understand the dynamic interconnections between places, spaces, and 
identities.

At the regional level the subject matter of philosophical geography is the 
relationships between regional spatial concepts and identities. At this level 
philosophical geography is interested in answering the following questions: 
what aspects can be distinguished in the process(es) of formation of regional 
spatial concepts? What is the influence of regional spatial concepts on the 
identities of inhabitants of a given region? Is it possible to assert that after a 
specific period of time different regional spatial concepts are associated with 
different traditions of thought? From these questions it is clear that the re-
gional level of philosophical geography should be understood in the context 
of intercultural philosophy.

In order to have a clearer view of the subject matter of philosophical 
geography at this level, I will formulate the following questions regarding 
the relationships between Georgia and Europe (which are of interest to philo-
sophical geography): how was the notion of Europe constructed in Georgia? 
What kind of values and political alternatives were associated with the notion 
of Europe in different periods of time? How did Europeans perceive Georgia 
and the Georgians? What did Europeans think about the Caucasus? What the 
influence had the European/non-European dichotomy on Georgian identity? 
What can be said about this nowadays? Was Europe conceived as a centre? 
Does it follow from this that Georgia was located on a conceptual periphery? 
What influence had this fact on Georgian thought?3 In what context can

The main concept used by the author of the work 
is that of crossroad: “This is a topos which can be understood as a place where 
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we speak about the Caucasus as a region in the light of Georgian-European 
relations? This is a partial list of the questions which philosophical geogra-
phy should answer at the regional level in the context of Georgian-European 
relations. Of course there are no ready-made answers to these questions. To 
answer these and other questions concerning the regional level of philosophi
cal geography the student of philosophical geography should employ an in-
terdisciplinary methodology which includes the analysis of historical sources 
and discursive practices, using questionnaires and so on.

Finally, philosophical geography at a global level should study the in-
terconnection of geographical factors and human agency on a global scale. 
Climate change and the development and current state of humans’ spatial 
consciousness are important issues to be analyzed in the spatial context. The 
former represents a serious challenge to humanity, while the latter has radi
cally transformed the humans’ way of life. The important concept of philo-
sophical geography at this level is that of the earth as a dwelling house of 
mankind. The earth is considered as a place and a centre of meaning which, 
in itself, comprises and makes possible the existence of all places and spaces. 
The dialectical relationship between the place and the region is synthesized in 
the notion of the earth which includes in itself all places and regions. In this 
context the earth is thought of as “a place of all places”. The concept of the 
earth as a dwelling house of mankind makes it possible to consider the rela-
tionships between places, regions and the earth in a dynamic context. The ex-
pansion of spatial horizons linked different places and produced new regional 
concepts. The development of science and technology compressed time and 

different cultures, beliefs and worldviews meet and depart. The peculiarity of a 
crossroad is that in this topos of thought various cultures are meeting each other 
in their totality. This is the starting point where the same and the other really meet 
each other. The crossroad can also become a concept designating intercultural 
dialogue. If the process of genuine communication and mutual understanding 
between individuals of different cultures and traditions is possible, then it will 
definitely happen at the crossroads” (ibid., p. 139). The author emphasizes the 
connection between intercultural philosophy and philosophical geography and 
indicates the necessity of further researches in this direction (ibid., p. 117). See 
also, G. Khuroshvili, ‘Jerusalem and Athens in Medieval Georgian Thought’, in:

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space and transformed the earth into a “global village”. Globalization fosters 
the development of global consciousness and concomitant processes of glo-
calization emerge. These processes influence individual and collective identi-
ties and shape the ways in which global spaces are perceived. As it was noted 
regarding the local and regional levels of analysis, the issues relating to the 
global level should be studied by using an interdisciplinary methodology.

The concepts of place and identity are of crucial importance to all three 
levels of philosophical geography. Therefore these concepts form the “con-
ceptual core” of philosophical geography. At the local level place-identity 
relationships are connected to humans’ activity which transforms the geo-
graphical space into social space. At the regional level places are united into 
larger spaces which are called regions. Regional spatial concepts have a 
strong influence on individual and collective identities. Finally, at the global 
level the concepts of place and identity are connected to the concept of the 
global space (the Earth as the dwelling house of mankind). In the light of the 
aforesaid, philosophical geography can be defined broadly in a way which 
underlines the elements of its conceptual core: philosophical geography stud-
ies place-identity relationships at local, regional and global levels in an in-
tercultural and interdisciplinary context.

In the second chapter the beginnings of philosophical geography are 
analyzed. The contributions of the following authors are discussed: Charles-
Louis Montesquieu, Johann Gottfried Herder, Immanuel Kant, Alexander 
von Humboldt, Carl Ritter, Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel and Ernst Kapp. 

The end of the 17th and the beginning of the 18th century is a period of 
rapid development within the natural sciences. Discoveries in physics, as-
tronomy, chemistry and biology gave important stimuli to the scientific prog-
ress. Travellers brought to Europe new information about hitherto unknown 
peoples and tribes from various parts of the Earth. The customs of these peo-
ples and tribes, described by the travellers in their travel journals, differed 
significantly from the European ones. European thinkers who used travel-
lers’ narratives, tried to explain these differences scientifically. These think-
ers used as their sources classical authors (Herodotus, Strabo, Hippocrates 
etc.) and information provided by contemporary travellers. Travel journals, 
of course, were not totally reliable, rather quite often they were a strange 
mix of imagined and truthful stories. Nevertheless the reference to these new 
sources was a step forward towards the development of new, scientifically 
verifiable knowledge about other peoples.

From the second half of the 18th century important scientific expeditions 
(for example, those of James Cook, Jean François Laperouse, Louis-Antoine 
de Bougainville and George Vancouver) were accompanied by leading nat-
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uralists who were directly observing interesting phenomena and collecting 
data according to established scientific methods. From these expeditions, 
which left a significant impact in the 18th century, one can without disregard-
ing the others, single out the expeditions of James Cook (1727-1779). The 
second pacific expedition of Cook (1772-1775) involved the German natu-
ralist Johann Reinhold Forster (1729-1798) and his son Georg Forster (1754-
1794). In the course of the expedition the Forsters made many important 
observations which covered the fields of geography, oceanography, geology, 
botany, zoology, anthropology, ethnography etc. Georg Forster’s account of 
the journey Observations Made During a Voyage Round the World (London, 
1778), based on his father’s journals, made a real sensation in scientific cir-
cles. The work of the Forsters’ had significant impact on geography’s further 
development as it helped to establish “a new tradition of disciplined, first-
hand observation as the basis for an authoritative geography”.4 Alexander 
von Humboldt knew Georg Forster personally and this acquaintance fostered 
young Humboldt’s longing for travel. 

The climate issue was very important in the 18th century. The most 
comprehensive analysis of this issue belongs to Charles-Louis Montesquieu 
(1689-1755), who outlined his views on this subject in his work The Spirit of 
the Laws (1748). Montesquieu’s influence is felt in Sage of Orient, the work 
of the Georgian thinker Alexander Amilakhvari (1750-1802). 

Montesquieu’s climate theory is important in many respects: he paid 
particular attention to the climatic factor and to its influence on human agen-
cy. Montesquieu systematically analyzed relationships between climate and 
social-political factors (types of state, religion, commerce, mores). According 
to C. Glacken, Montesquieu’s work “marks a turning point in the prehis-
tory of the social sciences, laying out a route that ultimately leads to human 
geography”.5 For S. Günzel, with Montesquieu, an understanding of the geo-
graphical foundations of history comes to the front of the stage.6 

Montesquieu’s views were criticized by Voltaire (1694-1778) and Jo-
hann Gottfried Herder (1744-1803). Voltaire thought that an exaggeration 
of the importance of climatic factors would leave no room for the effective

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critique of bad government. As for Herder, he embraced the broader notion 
of the climate. Both Montesquieu and Herder explained Europe’s political 
supremacy according to geographical factors. For Montesquieu Europe’s 
strength derives from its temperate climate. On the other hand, Herder 
thought that Europe’s superiority rested on its landscape diversity. Besides, 
Herder disagreed with Montesquieu’s climate theory and acknowledged that 
in studying climatic phenomena one should pay attention to many factors 
(plants, animals, human agency). Human agency plays an important role in 
Herder’s work: humans can easily break the subtle balance existing in na-
ture, therefore humans should act cautiously towards nature. Nevertheless, 
the acknowledgment of human agency is somehow faded by Herder with 
acknowledging the decisive importance of morphological factors (most im-
portantly, mountain systems). Perhaps these contradictions were unavoidable 
if one considers the huge task that Herder wanted to fulfil – to bring about a 
synthesis of history and natural sciences. 

There were significant developments in geographical thought in 18th cen-
tury Georgia. The most important work, Description of the Kingdom of Geor-
gia (1745) from this period belongs to Vakhushti Bagrationi (1696-1757). 
For Bagrationi geography, “description of place”, is a part of history. In his 
work, he sequentially considers different regions of Georgia and describes 
in a detailed way their climate, relief, hydrography, plants, animals etc. Ac-
cording to the Georgian geographer L. Maruashvili (1912-1992) Bagrationi 
is “one among other scientists who had described the phenomenon of vertical 
zonality before Alexander von Humboldt had formulated his theory regard-
ing this issue”.7 

From the 18th century philosophers who were actively engaged with 
geography, Immanuel Kant (1724-1804) is the most distinguished. During 
his lectureship at the University of Königsberg, Kant read geography cours-
es forty-nine times. The only courses which Kant offered more frequently 
were logic and metaphysics. Some researchers think that Kant’s geographical 
views are closely connected with his philosophy. According to J. Malpas and 
K. Thiel “Kant can be construed as one of the pioneers, perhaps the very first, 
in the project of a ‘philosophical topography’ – a project that aims to explore 
the manner in which space, and also place, figure in human knowledge and 
experience as both the object of such knowledge and experience, and as part 
of its very structure”.8

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Contemporary geographers consider that Kant had considerable influ-
ence on the further development of geography. Kant smashed to smithereens 
the remains of old teleological geography and firmly established the notion 
of geography as a discipline which studies the phenomena on the Earth’s sur
face. Kant, also, “adopted the classical concept of the chorography of earth 
space, meaning the description of space according to perceived differences 
from place to place. This has remained a recurring leitmotif of academic and 
practical geography ever since”.9 

In the beginning of the 19th century the importance of systematic study 
of empirical phenomena in geography was widely established. The most im
portant representative of this approach is Alexander von Humboldt (1769-
1859). Humboldt’s travels in Latin America and the observations which he 
made there became standard for the future generation of researchers. 

Humboldt was not a philosopher, but Goethe’s and Herder’s philosophi-
cal views influenced his thought to some degree. Through Georg Forster he 
knew Kant’s views about geography. Humboldt did not limit himself merely 
to the description of empirical phenomena (observations and experiments), 
rather he attempted to make generalizations from observable facts and to es-
tablish general relationships between them (holistic approach). 

Humboldt’s contemporary was the German geographer Carl Ritter 
(1779-1859). He was the person for whom the Berlin University established 
the first chair in geography.10 Of course, geography was taught at German 
universities before Ritter (J. M. Franz, A. F. Büsching and I. Kant), but there 
did not exist such a speciality as geography. Ritter made considerable efforts 
to establish geography as a university discipline. In his monumental work 
Die Erdkunde im Verhältnis zur Natur und Geschichte des Menschen (19 vol., 
1822-1859) he systematically analyzed the surface of the Earth as the product 
of interplay between nature and history. Ritter sharply distinguished subject 
matter and research methods of geography from other sciences. Ritter’s in-
fluential students were Élisée Reclus (1830-1905) and Arnold Henry Guyot 
(1807-1884). 

Ritter’s colleague at Berlin University, the German philosopher Georg 
Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel (1770-1831) developed views about the geographi-
cal foundations of world history. For Hegel, world history has a geographical 
basis. Within this basis the world spirit moves to freedom. Nevertheless the

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geographical basis does not determine the movement of history, it is simply 
consistent with it. It is clearly evident in the case of the sea. “Land – in the 
sense of the broad river valleys – binds man to the soil; consequently a whole 
series of ties attaches him to the locality he lives in. But the sea lifts him out 
of these narrow confines. The sea awakens his courage; it lures him on to 
conquest and piracy, but also to profit and acquisition.”11 But this thesis does 
not apply equally to all nations. Europeans developed the art of navigation 
and attained the heights, but the Chinese failed to do so. For the Chinese the 
sea “is merely the termination of the land, and they have no positive relation-
ship with it”.12 The reason for this lies in the fact that according to Hegel 
world history – which at the same time is the realization of freedom – begins 
in the east and then moves westwards. This movement from east to west 
correlates with the corresponding geographical basis. World history moves 
through Asia and reaches its culmination in Europe. The prerequisite of this 
is the unity in Europe’s landscape forms.

Hegel’s views were further developed by Ernst Kapp (1808-1896) in 
his work Philosophische oder vergleichende allgemeine Erdkunde in wissen-
schaftlicher Darstellung der Erdverhältnisse und des Menschenlebens nach 
ihrem innern Zusammenhang (1845).13 Kapp tried to consider contemporary 
geography in Hegelian terms. According to Kapp, philosophical geography 
does not consider the earth only in its “being for himself” (in ihrem Fürsich-
sein), but also as shaping the development of spirit and simultaneously as 
shaped and changed by the spirit. Philosophical geography must show that 
during the process of world history different parts of the earth’s spaces are the 
“natural aspects“ of the states. Thus philosophical geography is a necessary 
prerequisite of history.14 Kapp’s philosophical geography is influenced by 
Hegel and Ritter. It is speculative and descriptive and less oriented towards 
empirical reality. Because of this, Kapp was criticized later. In addition to 
this, the development of geography in the second half of the 19th century 
was more connected with natural sciences rather than with history. The next 
generation of geographers did not want geography to be the “servant“ of his-
tory. Nevertheless Kapp’s thoughts influenced to some degree the German

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geographer Friedrich Ratzel (1844-1904). 
Alexander von Humboldt died in 1859, the same year as Carl Ritter. This 

year also was marked by the appearance of Darwin’s work On the Origin of 
Species. The natural sciences entered a new stage of development. As for 
geography, it would soon face the „identity crisis“: the leading geographers 
tried – in the face of rapid specialization and rapid advancement of scientific 
truth – to establish the scopes and the limits of geography, its subject matter 
and its methods.

The third chapter is dedicated to the important period in the develop-
ment of philosophical geography which stretches roughly from the second 
half of the 19th century to the middle of the 20th century. Themes and concepts 
which were developed in this period are of great importance for contemporary 
thought. In this chapter the contributions of Friedrich Ratzel, Carl Schmitt, 
Martin Heidegger, Watsuji Tsetsurô, Karl August Wittfogel and Gaston Bach-
elard are analyzed. 

The notion of Lebensraum (“living space”) which was introduced by 
Friedrich Ratzel (1844-1904) is a contradictory one because it was the con-
cept for the use of which Ratzel was accused of supporting European impe-
rialism. According to Ratzel, space and life are deeply interconnected. The 
development of the new forms of life depends on the given space. When the 
living space reduces, so does the development of the new forms of life. The 
enlargement of the Lebensraum means the creation of possibilities which fos
ter differentiation of new life forms. Ratzel spreads this analogy to human so-
cieties: the increase in the numbers of the population alters their relationship 
to space, namely, the space itself reduces and there remains little space for 
individuals. This causes a change of all other conditions of life: the struggle 
for space ensues.15 

As mentioned above, contemporary researchers note the imperialistic 
currents in Ratzel’s thought. In his Political Geography (1897) Ratzel calls 
the war “the school of space”16 and considers that the struggle between na-
tions is always the struggle for space.17 On the other hand some researchers 
argue that Ratzel developed a dynamic theory of space and that it is a gross 
misinterpretation of his legacy to connect his views with National Socialist

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ideology.18 
The sea plays an important role in Ratzel’s philosophical geography. 

In his work The Sea as the Source of the Greatness of People. A politico-
geographical Study (1900) Ratzel considers the influence of the sea on the 
nations. “The peoples of sea had the greatest contribution in expanding the 
sphere of the political.”19 The ideal of the great politics is the connection of 
continental and oceanic motives.20 If Germany wants to fulfill its mission it 
must be a strong sea-power.21 

In Land and Sea (1942) Carl Schmitt tried to analyze fundamental 
changes happening in the world and their causes. If we discuss the work 
from this standpoint, then Land and Sea can be seen as a systematic work 
in which we can outline five major areas: 1. land and sea as antagonistic 
elements; 2. spatial revolution and its consequences; 3. the world-historical 
tension between Catholicism and Protestantism against the background of the 
antagonism between the land and the sea; 4. Industrial Revolution and techni-
cal progress as the foundational factors of new elemental forces; 5. in a given 
world-historical situation a man has the possibility to make a choice between 
the elements and therefore to transcend any former spatial limits, whilst gain-
ing new spatial consciousness and horizons.

Schmitt’s historical-geographical analysis, as he himself declares, is 
based on the three-stage scheme of historical development presented by the 
Hegelian Ernst Kapp. Nevertheless in Schmitt’s analysis the first potamic 
stage, that of river civilizations, is omitted. He reflects about “thalassic” Ven-
ice and then goes on to explore the “oceanic” power – England. In Chapters 
V-VIII of Land and Sea Schmitt analyzes factors which were responsible 
for the spatial revolution and which were the reason for the choice of a new 
element (sea). These factors are whale-hunting, hunting for fur animals in 
Siberia, technical progress and piracy. It is easy to notice that all these acti-
vities are based on the striving for economic profit. In the case of piracy and

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whale-hunting the ocean acts as a ‘luring’ element which opens unlimited 
perspectives of profit-making. This is a very important aspect in Schmitt’s 
philosophical geography. In the epilogue of the third edition of Land and Sea 
(1981) Schmitt, being under the influence of Hegel, pays more attention to 
the rush for export and colonization which exists in civil society. H. Schnei-
der sees in this “the late confession in the previously rejected Marxism”.22 

The Industrial Revolution marked the beginning of a new era. New ele
mental forces emerged, which were caused by rapid technological progress. 
These fundamental changes indicate that the old nomos is disappearing and a 
new nomos is arising through the struggle and fighting. 

In Land and Sea Schmitt pays particular attention to the human agency. 
Man is not “bound” to a particular element. Schmitt praises the “sea-roam-
ers”, whale-hunters, courageous travelers and discoverers who were fron-
tiersmen in the great process of spatial revolution. Human choice of elements 
is influenced by a particular historical situation, by the level of technical de-
velopment and so on. But with the awareness of the nomos construction/dis-
solution processes humans will be able to grasp their historical destination.

The next thinker to whom philosophical geography is greatly indebted 
is Martin Heidegger. Spatial thematics are especially evident in Heidegger’s 
later thinking.23 In his work “Building Dwelling Thinking” (1951) Heidegger 
asks the following questions: 1. What is it to dwell? 2. How does building 
belong to dwelling? At first it seems that dwelling is attained by means of 
building. However, by this “means-end schema” we can never grasp the true 
meaning of dwelling. Only the language can help us in this process. For that 
reason Heidegger analyzes the meaning of the word “building” (bauen). 
Bauen is connected to “be” (bin). “The manner in which we humans are on 
the earth, is Buan, dwelling. To be a human being means to be on the earth 
as a mortal.”24 

The word “building” also means “to cherish”, “to protect”. Two types 
of building – building as preserving and building as constructing – “are com-

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prised in genuine building, that is, dwelling”.25 When this intrinsic meaning 
of building is lost, “dwelling is never thought of as the basic character of 
human being”.26 

Heidegger summarizes these thoughts as follows: 1. Building is really 
dwelling; 2. Dwelling is the manner in which mortals are on the earth; 3. 
Building as dwelling unfolds into the building that cultivates growing things 
and the building that erects buildings. Here Heidegger sets forth an important 
thesis: humans do not dwell as they have built, but they build and have built 
because they dwell and because they are dwellers. Again, Heidegger goes 
into the roots of the word “dwelling”. The Gothic word Wunian means “to 
remain in peace”. “The word for peace, Friede, means the free. [...] To free 
really means to spare”.27 From these considerations Heidegger concludes 
that the basic character of dwelling lies in sparing and preserving. He intro-
duces the fourfold (earth, sky, divinities and mortals) and states that “mortals 
are in the fourfold by dwelling”.28 Through the dwelling fourfold is secured 
in things. 

After this conclusion Heidegger goes to examine the second question: 
how does building belong to dwelling? He does it by clarifying the nature 
of building, built thing (a bridge in that case). A bridge is not only connect-
ing the banks of the river, but “the banks emerge as banks only as the bridge 
crosses the stream”.29 The bridge is a gatherer: it gathers in its own way the 
fourfold. Bridge “gathers the fourfold in such a way that it allows a site for it. 
But only something that is itself a place can make a space for a site”.30 Place 
does not exist prior to bridge, “rather, a place comes into existence only by 
virtue of the bridge”.31 

In view of the aforesaid considerations it should be noted that Heidegger 
sets forth the meaning of place which is very important to philosophical ge-
ography, that is, of place, which is a gatherer and which allows for spaces. 
We can see below that Heidegger’s definition of place still has importance to 
contemporary thinkers.

After considering Heidegger’s thoughts we should analyze the contribu-

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tions of Watsuji Tsetsurô. Watsuji is one of the most important representatives 
of 20th century Japanese philosophical thought along with Kitaro Nishida and 
Hajime Tanabe. Watsuji’s thought has strong connections with the Kyoto 
School of Philosophy whose founder and most influential representative was 
Kitaro Nishida. Watsuji was one of the first to introduce the names of Fried-
rich Nietzsche and Søren Kierkegaard to the Japanese public. Watsuji still has 
a considerable influence on contemporary Japanese philosophy and culture. 

Watsuji’s most well-known work is Fūdo (1935), where he developed 
his climatic philosophy. In the preface Watsuji outlines the main aim of his 
work: “to clarify the function of climate as a factor within the structure of 
human existence”.32 He also notes that he considers climatic phenomena “as 
expressions of subjective human existence and not of natural environment”.33 

According to Watsuji, in Being and Time Heidegger paid particular 
attention to the notion of time in the structure of subjective existence. Watsuji 
rejects such an approach as incomplete, because in this account there is no 
room for space. “Time not linked with space is not time in the true sense”.34 
In addition to this, the notion of Dasein, which is central in Being and Time, 
refers only to the individual subject. From the dual structure of human exis-
tence which combines both individual and social, Heidegger paid his atten-
tion only to one – individual – aspect. “But it is only when human existence is 
treated in terms of its concrete duality that time and space are linked and that 
history also (which never appears fully in Heidegger) is first revealed in its 
true guise. And at the same time the connection between history and climate 
becomes evident.”35 

In the first chapter of Climate and Culture Watsuji explains the meaning 
of Fūdo: it is “a general term for the natural environment of a given land, 
its climate, its weather, the geological and productive nature of the soil, its 
topographic and scenic features”.36 This “natural environment” constitutes 
for Watsuji the phenomenon of climate. “[W]e find ourselves – ourselves as 
an element in the ‘mutual relationship’ – in climate.”37 Watsuji distinguishes 
three major types of climate: monsoon, desert and meadow. Specific cultures 
correspond to each type of climate: Indian, Chinese and Japanese cultures to

the monsoon climate, Arab and Jewish culture to desert climate and European 
culture to the meadow climate.

Watsuji considers the climate as part of the structure of human existence. 
Human beings discover themselves in climate. But what does Watsuji mean 
by ‘human beings’? When speaking about human beings Watsuji means the 
combination of individual and social: “For a true and full understanding, one 
must treat man both as individual and as whole”.38 This means that “space 
must be regarded as linked with time”.39 On the basis of this Watsuji formu
lates the following thesis: “the inseparability of time and space is the basis of 
the inseparability of history and climate”.40 Thus, it is possible to single out 
six concepts (in three pairs) which constitute the core of Watsuji’s climatic 
philosophy. These concepts/pairs are: time – space, individual – social, cli-
mate – history. 

The German scholar Karl August Wittfogel also recognized the impor-
tance of climate, although he focused his research on irrigation and water 
management within “hydraulic societies”. According to Wittfogel, the devel-
opment of agriculture depends on water resources which are available to the 
given society. If a society lacks sufficient water resources which are gener-
ated by rain, than the development of agriculture is possible only by means of 
artificial irrigation. Time keeping also becomes necessary. It enables precise 
calculation of beginning and ending of rain and flood seasons, the rise and 
fall of rivers. The ruling group controls astronomy and thereby assigns the 
specific hydraulic tasks (building dams, ditching, watering) to subservient 
groups. The need for water control gave rise to hydraulic methods of social 
control.

Wittfogel outlines three major characteristics of a hydraulic economy: 1. 
specific type of division of labour; 2. intensification of cultivation and 3. large 
scale cooperation. Division of labour in hydraulic society involves two main 
types of labour: preparatory and protective hydraulic works. The main aim of 
preparatory hydraulic works is irrigation and it included ditching, damming 
and watering. On the other hand, protective hydraulic works involved build-
ing of large defensive structures against floods. 

Another important trait of hydraulic societies is the deployment of a 
large part of the population in hydraulic works and other public services. Such 
large-scale operations required a strong bureaucracy. “It is the circumspec
tion, resourcefulness, and integrative skill of the supreme leader and his aides

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which play the decisive role in initiating, accomplishing, and perpetuating 
the major works of hydraulic economy.”41 A hydraulic society is a despotic 
society and Wittfogel describes it in overly negative terms. The whole power 
is concentrated in the hands of the ruling elite. Total control is exerted on 
almost every sphere of public life. “Hydraulic despotism tolerates no relevant 
political forces besides itself.”42 

Wittfogel’s theory of the hydraulic society was criticized in many re-
spects. Some researchers accuse him of determinism and over-generalizing. 
Supporters argue that Wittfogel “never claimed that every state emerged ini
tially from the single task of water control”.43 In spite of these accusations 
and justifications it is important to note that Wittfogel paid attention to the 
importance of geographical factors (in his case it was water) in social history. 
His analysis is still important in the contemporary world where millions of 
people do not have access to safe and clean water. Even in our contemporary 
era, today’s governments initiate gigantic projects with the ultimate aim of 
controlling vast water resources. The Three Gorges Dam in China and Great 
Man-made River Project in Libya are good examples of such undertakings. 
In this regard Wittfogel’s ideas are fruitful on a global level of philosophical 
geography where it is important to study relationships between geographical 
factors and human agency on the global scale.

The French philosopher Gaston Bachelard in his work The Poetics of 
Space (1958) analyzes the poetic image, which he defines as “a sudden sa-
lience on the surface of the psyche”.44 The poetic image possesses a dyna-
mism of its own. To grasp the poetic act and to analyze the sudden appearance 
of poetic images in the consciousness a phenomenology of the imagination 
is needed. Only phenomenology enables to grasp the subjectivity and trans-
subjectivity of poetic images. 

Bachelard considers poetic images in a spatial context. “Indeed, the im-
ages I want to examine are the quite simple images of felicitous space. In this 
orientation, these investigations would deserve to be called topophilia.”45 
According to Bachelard space is imbued with emotional qualities. Felicitous

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space is a space to which humans are deeply attached and which they tend 
to preserve. Space which is grasped by imagination cannot be homogeneous 
and abstract space. Such space is always an experienced space. 

The first poetic image which arises in the felicitous space is the image 
of house. The image of house is an essential part of the poetics of house. To 
analyze the image of the house Bachelard uses the technique which he calls 
“topoanalysis”. In terms of topoanalysis house is described as “our corner 
of the world. [...] [I]t is our first universe, a real cosmos in every sense of 
the word.”46 In house humans have cosy nooks and corners where they feel 
happy. “All really inhabited space bears the essence of the notion of home.”47 
The house allows for daydreams and play for imagination. The memories 
which are connected with house are warm and full with happiness and the 
sense of protection. Before a human being is cast into the world he is nurtured 
in the house. 

According to Bachelard, the physical structure of the house is connected 
to a person’s mental life. The house has a cellar and garret, nooks and rooms 
and by virtue of these places, memories are localized. In this connection topo-
analysis is “the systematic psychological study of the sites of our intimate 
lives”.48 

Bachelard analyzes the image of house in two respects: 1. A house has a 
vertical structure. This structure is defined by the polarity of cellar (irrational) 
and garret (rational). In the garret all our thoughts are rationalized, but the 
cellar “becomes buried madness, walled-in tragedy”49 the realm of irrational 
and unconscious. 2. A house is a concentrated being and it appeals to human’s 
consciousness of centrality. A hermit’s hut is an example of such concentrated 
being. It is a place of solitude and poverty but also of repose. A hut evokes a 
sense of security and it is a place of concentrated solitude. 

In The Poetics of Space, Bachelard represents the image of the house as 
the centre of existential being. Humans who dwell in a house have emotional 
attachment to the space it provides. To denote these emotions Bachelard uses 
terms “felicitous space” and “topophilia”. The idea that places are centres 
of meaning to humans who are emotionally attached to them was fruitfully 
developed in the Anglo-Saxon world by the representatives of humanistic 
geography.

The aim of the chapter 4 is to show that notions of place and identity

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are of crucial importance to philosophical geography. The contributions of 
Michel Foucault, Yi-Fu Tuan, Edward Relph, David Seamon, Edward Casey 
and Jeff Malpas are analyzed. 

According to Michel Foucault, “the present epoch will perhaps be above 
all the epoch of space”.50 Humans live in the world which is defined by 
spatial notions. In contrast with medieval space, which was characterized 
by hierarchical ordering of places, the contemporary space is a space where 
sites are defined by relations of proximity between different points. Instead 
of describing these relationships which exist between different sites, Foucault 
prefers to describe those sites which are “in relation with all the other sites, 
but in such a way as to suspect, neutralize, or invert the set of relations that 
they happen to designate, mirror, or reflect”.51 These sites are of two main 
types: utopias and heterotopias. 

“Utopias are sites with no real place.”52 On the contrary, heterotopias 
are real places which exist in almost every culture. In heterotopias “all the 
other real sites that can be found within the culture, are simultaneously rep
resented, contested, and inverted”.53 Foucault distinguishes two types of 
heterotopias: crisis heterotopias (menstruation huts, boarding schools, army 
camps etc.) and heterotopias of deviation (rest homes, psychiatric hospitals, 
prisons). In the contemporary world, crisis heterotopias are replaced by het-
erotopias of deviation.

The description of heterotopias is called heterotopology. Foucault out-
lines six principles of heterotopology and in this context discusses various 
heterotopias (cemeteries, theatres, cinemas, gardens, brothels, museums, 
libraries and so on). Foucault’s heterotopological analysis is important to 
philosophical geography. Heterotopias are real places, so in addition to theo-
retical analysis there is a possibility of empirical research which will bring to 
light new characteristics of these “other” places. 

Yi-Fu Tuan is a representative of humanistic geography. According to 
Tuan, humanistic geography is critical and reflective. It “reflects upon geo-
graphical phenomena with the ultimate purpose of achieving a better under-
standing of man and his condition”.54 A humanist geographer “can suggest

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means by which a sense of place may be enhanced”.55 Tuan defines place 
as “a center of meaning constructed by experience”.56 This experience con-
structs places at different scales. In Topophilia (1974) Tuan explores the 
meaning of topophilia (affective bond with place), though he does not men-
tion Bachelard in his work. 

Space and place are important concepts in Tuan’s works. Space is open, 
empty and abstract in its nature. It is associated with movement. On the con-
trary, place is a static concept and it signifies stability. There is a dialectical 
relationship between space and place. “In open space one can become in-
tensely aware of place; and in the solitude of a sheltered place the vastness of 
space beyond acquires a haunting presence.”57 

In Place and Placelessness (1976) Edward Relph uses a phenom
enological approach to analyze the nature of places. He outlines four major 
themes: 1. the relationships between space and place; 2. the different com
ponents and intensities of place experience; 3. the nature of the identity of 
places and the identity of people with places; 4. the ways in which the sense 
of place and the attachment to place become manifest. 

Relph distinguishes six types of space: pragmatic or primitive space, 
perceptual space, existential space (which comprises sacred space and geo
graphical space), architectural space, cognitive space, and abstract space. Of 
these spaces existential space is particularly important. “The meanings of 
existential space are therefore those of a culture as experienced by an indi
vidual. Furthermore, existential space is not merely a passive space wait-
ing to be experienced, but is constantly being created and remade by human 
activities.”58 

After considering different types of space, Relph discusses the nature 
of place in regard to location, landscape, time and community. Finally he 
concludes that the essence of place lies “in the largely unselfconscious inten
tionality that defines places as profound centres of human existence”.59 

When analyzing the nature of the identity of places Relph at first dis-
cusses its components: the static physical setting, the activities, and the 
meanings. He also analyzes the notion of spirit of place (genius loci). “Spirit

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of place can persist in spite of profound changes in the basic components of 
identity. [...] It constitutes the very individuality and uniqueness of places.”60 

One of the important issues regarding the identity of places is the inside-
ness/outsideness dichotomy. Relph develops a classification of insideness/
outsideness, namely, he distinguishes the following categories: existential 
outsideness, objective outsideness, incidental outsideness, vicarious inside-
ness, behavioural insideness, empathetic insideness and existential inside-
ness. The last is the most important. “Existential insideness characterizes be-
longing to a place and the deep and complete identity with a place that is the 
very foundation of the place concept.”61 

According to Relph, the image of a place has a strong connection to 
its identity. Relph distinguishes individual, group or community, consensus 
and mass images of places and associated identities. A place can have dif-
ferent identities for an individual; there are also distinctions of attitudes to 
place between individuals. For different groups places have different identi-
ties. Nevertheless different groups often have consensus identity of a place 
which takes two forms: the public and the mass identities. Public identity of 
place “ties together group images of places”.62 In contrast with public iden-
tity, mass identities are provided ready-made by politicians or mass media. 
Mass identities are superficial and they weaken attachment  to places, thereby 
eroding existential insideness. On the basis of these considerations Relph 
distinguishes seven types of idenities of places which correspond to types of 
insideness/outsideness.

With respect to sense of place Relph makes a sharp distinction between 
the authentic and the inauthentic sense of place. The authentic sense of place 
“comes from a full awareness of places for what they are as products of man’s 
intentions and the meaningful settings for human activities, or from a pro
found and unselfconscious identity with place”.63 The inauthentic sense of 
place implies ignorance of the symbolic dimensions of place. It creates place-
lessness – a weakening of the identity of places. In order to counter the place-
lessness, an approach is needed which takes into consideration the existential 
significance of place and a deep human need for connection with significant 
places. Finally, “whether the world we live in has a placeless geography or 
a geography of significant places, the responsibility for it is ours alone”.64

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The concepts developed by Relph in Place and Placelessness could be suc
cessfully employed as conceptual guidelines in empirical research of places 
at the local level of philosophical geography. 

The phenomenological approach of Relph was further developed by 
geographer David Seamon. Under the influence of Merleau-Ponty he pays 
particular attention to the everyday movement. He rejects both the behaviorist 
and cognitive approaches to movement. According to Seamon, a phenomeno-
logical approach should bracket the assumptions that movement depends on a 
cognitive map and that movement is a process of stimulus-response. Seamon 
considers everyday movement as a phenomenon of the lifeworld. He devel-
ops the notion of body-ballet – “a set of integrated behaviors which sustain 
a particular task or aim”,65 for instance, washing dishes, walking, hunting. 
When body ballet extends through a considerable portion of time, a time-
space routine is formed. The fusion of many time-space routines and body-
ballets create place-ballet. “It generates a strong sense of place because of 
its continual and regular human activity.”66 In addition to this, Seamon also 
developed holistic understanding of place and outlined six place-processes 
which describe place as a synergetic relationality: interaction, identity, re-
lease, realization, creation, and intensification.67

The notion of place-ballet can be useful at the local level of philosophi-
cal geography. When conducting participant observation, a researcher should 
try to become an integral part of place-ballet in order to achieve a better 
understanding of a given place. In addition to the notion of place-ballet, I 
propose the notion of pulse of place. Places are processes, so they have their 
own pulse which can accelaretae, decrease or even stop. The pulse of place is 
measured by human beings’ interactions between each other and with those 
places which are “nested” in the given place. 

The American philosopher Edward Casey has further developed the 
phenomenological approach towards places. He describes his method as a 
phenomenological topoanalysis. According to Casey, place is central and 
prior to space. The knowledge of place is inseparable from the perceptions 
that we receive on a particular place. Such experiential knowledge is a local 
knowledge. “To live is to live locally, and to know is first of all to know the

places one is in.“68 
The perception is constituted by cultural and social structures which are 

themselves sedimented in perception. Cultural practices and social institu
tions pervade every level of perception. The primacy of perception means the 
primacy of lived body which is not inert but due to corporeal intentionality 
integrates itself with its environment. “A place [...] has its own ‘operative 
intentionality’ that elicits and responds to the corporeal intentionality of the 
perceiving subject. Thus place integrates with body as much as body with 
place.”69 Lived bodies and places belong to each other. 

Phenomenological topoanalysis also reveals the gathering nature of 
places. According to Casey, places gather experiences, histories, languages, 
and thoughts. Thanks to gathering, places acquire perduringness which en-
ables humans to return to places. In this context, place is more an event than 
thing: “places not only are, they happen”.70 Time and space come together in 
place, moreover, they arise from the experience of place itself. Casey’s phe-
nomenological analysis reveals the interdisciplinary nature of place research. 
He discusses the importance of a phenomenological approach to place with 
regard to anthropology.71 In this regard, Casey’s analysis opens new vistas at 
the local and regional levels of philosophical geography. 

According to philosopher Jeff Malpas, the way in which human identity 
is tied to place indicates the fundamental character of a human being. “It is, 
indeed, in and through place that the world presents itself.”72 Because hu-
man thought and experience is inextricably tied to place, it follows that the 
inquiry into the mind is identical with the inquiry into place. Understanding 
the structure and possibility of experience is inseparable from an understand-
ing of the concept of place.

Malpas compares his methodology to topographical surveying and thus 
describes his method as philosophical topography or mapping the structure 
of place (which encompasses spatiality and temporality, subjectivity and 
objectivity, and intersubjectivity). In order to clarify the structure of place 
Malpas also discusses the notion of spatiality. In the structure of spatiality

Subjective space is 
egocentric space which is inseparable from a creature’s sensory, cognitive 
and motor capacities. On the contrary, the objective space is not organized 
around subjective capacities. In objective space no single location has any 
precedence over any other. 

The notions of subjective and objective space are specific instances 
of subjectivity and objectivity. “The way in which subjective and objective 
space are interconnected elements within the structure of place is indicative 
of the way in which place encompasses both subjectivity and objectivity in 
general.”73 According to Malpas, subjectivity is not the basis of subjective 
space and vice versa. These notions should be understood in interrelation 
to each other. “The complexity of place does not entail a dispersion of ele-
ments, but rather enables their ‘gathering together’ – their interconnection 
and unification.”74 

The thinkers who were discussed above, have mainly developed theo-
retical models of place-identity interactions. But in my opinion, adequate 
research of place-identity relationships is not possible when remaining only 
in a theoretical dimension. In order to grasp more fully these complex rela-
tionships, it is necessary to cover the empirical dimension, namely to ana-
lyze those interactions which happen between humans and specific places. In 
short, place-identity relationships should be researched in the dynamic con-
texts. This implies empirical analysis of specific places and relative sociocul-
tural environment in which these places are embedded. 

In my previous work75 I have summarized the results of the expedi-
tion conducted in 2012 in Upper Khevsureti, Georgia. Here, it is possible to 
outline two main theses: 1. Sacred, historical and everyday spaces permeate 
each other through human actions and interactions; 2. Sacred places and 
spaces are not self-sufficient. For their proper functioning the existence of 
such everyday space is necessary, where the pulse of place is vivid. I will try 
to demonstrate the validity of these theses in my upcoming  work about vil-
lage Kistani in Upper Khevsureti. 

Several questions can arise in this regard: why is it important to philoso-
phy to describe the processes which happen at the specific place(s)? Even if 
we recognize the fundamental nature of place in regard to humans’ lifeworld 
and existence, will not the research of specific places become unnecessary 
and in the best case, of secondary importance?

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I will try to answer these questions relying on philosophical anthropol-
ogy. In his Introduction to Logic (1800) I. Kant outlined the tasks of philoso-
phy with the help of following questions: 1. What can I know? 2. What ought 
I to do? 3. What may I hope? 4. What is man?76 I think that study of places 
(and especially the research of relationships which exist between sacred plac-
es/spaces and places/spaces of everyday movement and action) will help us 
to answer (of course, partially!) the question which is directed towards an 
understanding of human nature. The sacral dimension in its many forms still 
plays an important role in the life of contemporary societies. The sacred as 
such is always materialized in sacred places.77 Sacred places and spaces are 
not isolated: they are adjacent to the space of everyday movement and ac-
tion. Humans constantly move through these spaces, they transform them 
and are transformed themselves under their influence. Therefore, by study-
ing places and spaces we understand not only the peculiarities  of specific 
places and spaces, but first and foremost we understand better those individu-
als and groups who move in and through these places/spaces. If one of the 
main tasks of philosophy is to establish universal communication between 
humans,78 then, I believe, research of other places and spaces and discovery 
of the other next to us79 should give us an impulse to rethink our human es-
sence and elaborate new means of communication. By grasping better our 
place-worlds we can better realize our responsibility towards our fellow hu-
man beings and improve our lifeworld. This realization should be expressed 
in the creation and protection of secure and dynamic places full of care and 
sociality which will foster communication and better understanding between 
the members of society.
