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PROLOGO

La presente publicacion recoge los trabajos del III Coloquio Internacional sobre
Tipologia Léxica (LEXT-III), que se celebro del 17 al 19 de septiembre de 2012
en la Facultad de Traduccion e Interpretacion de la Universidad de Granada. En
¢l han participado de forma presencial y a distancia mas de 60 lingtiistas de 12
paises.

Es la primera vez que se celebra en Espafia la edicion de este prestigioso Co-
loquio; las dos ediciones anteriores se celebraron en Moscl y en Aix-Marseille
(Francia) respectivamente y fueron también organizados por Grupos de Inves-
tigacion del Instituto de Lingiiistica de la Academia de Ciencias de Rusia, el
Grupo de Investigacion de “Tipologia Léxica de Moscu” (uno de los centros
de investigacion mas importantes del mundo en este campo), el “Centro de
Estudios Cognitivos” de la Universidad Estatal de Moscu “M. V. Lomonosov”,
la Universidad Nacional de Investigacion «Escuela Superior de Economia» y la
Universidad de Aix-Marseille (Francia).

Los organizadores eligieron en esta ocasion, la Universidad de Granada para
la celebracion de su tercera ediciéon porque desde hace tres afos en el Grupo
de Investigacion “Eslavistica, caucasologia y tipologia lingiiistica” del Area de
Filologia Eslava de la Universidad de Granada, se viene realizando el proyecto
“La semantica de los verbos que expresan “rotacion” desde una perspectiva ti-
poldgica”, (FF12009-09514) del Ministerio de Ciencia e Innovacién de Espaiia.
En el Coloquio se presentaron los resultados del mismo, que concluyé en 2012.

El objetivo del Coloquio ha sido reunir a los investigadores que trabajan en
el estudio comparativo de vocabulario y discutir los diferentes enfoques sobre
los problemas de la lexicologia comparada y la tipologia Iéxica. E1 Coloquio ha
contado con las siguientes secciones: Tipologia léxica y traduccion, Tipologia
Iéxica y didactica, Terminologia y tipologia léxica, Modelos de conceptualizacion
lingiiistica. Durante el Coloquio se han tratado los siguientes aspectos de la ti-
pologia léxica: la busqueda de leyes comunes en la realizacion de determinadas
zonas léxicas en las diferentes lenguas del mundo, las particularidades de una
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determinada zona léxica en una lengua concreta, la tipologia Iéxica y los pro-
blemas de la traduccion, el lugar de la tipologia 1éxica en los planes de estudio
universitarios y el lugar del 1éxico en la ensenanza del curso de gramatica.

En el marco del Coloquio, ademas de la presentacion de ponencias y comu-
nicaciones, se celebraron dos mesas redondas: “; Tipologia semantica o tipologia
léxica?” y “La vision del mundo lingiiistica o ingenua? ;Ciencia o pseudociencia?”
El Coloquio de Granada ha servido, ademas, de escenario para la presentacion
de varios proyectos de tipologia léxica mundial, entre ellos, “La semantica de
los adjetivos”.

El Coloquio fue organizado por el Grupo de Investigacion “Eslavistica, cau-
casologia y tipologia lingiiistica” del Area de Filologia Eslava de la Universidad
de Granada, el Instituto de Lingiiistica de la Academia de Ciencias de Rusia, el

LA TIPOLOGIA LEXICA Y LA SEMANTICA
DE LOS VERBOS QUE EXPRESAN “ROTACION”

RAFAEL GUZMAN TIRADO

El presente trabajo es el resultado de un proyecto que ha estado dedicado al
analisis tipologico de la semantica del grupo de verbos que expresan “rotacion”
en una seleccion de lenguas genética y tipologicamente diferentes. En particular,
se ha utilizado material del espafiol, de varias lenguas caucasicas (el abjazo-
abazo como representante del grupo occidental), el georgiano, el ruso, el chino
y el udmurto.

Se ha elegido este grupo de verbos porque constituyen un objeto muy apropiado
para este tipo de investigaciones, dado que son concretos y describen fenéme-
nos fisicos bastante sencillos, presentes en lenguas de diferentes sistemas y no
dependen de las particularidades de un determinado pueblo.

En el marco del proyecto se han resuelto las siguientes tareas especificas:

1. Se ha elaborado una relacion total de los verbos que describen una situacion
de rotacion en las lenguas investigadas.

2. Se han distinguido los “marcos” cognitivamente relevantes, sobre cuya
base se produce la lexicalizacion del significado de rotacion en las lenguas
indicadas. Se ha analizado la posibilidad de su combinacién en un solo
lexema, y de establecer las normas que la rigen y los limites existentes.

3. Se ha valorado la universalidad o especificidad lingiiistica de los marcos
indicados y la relacion de los que forman parte de un conjunto universal.

4. Se han descubierto los parametros semanticos que influyen en la lexicalizacion
de los significados de rotacidon, y analizando como se relacionan entre si,
de qué forma se estructuran en los marcos de rotacion y qué lugar ocupan
en la semantica de lexemas concretos.

5. Se ha descrito la organizacion de los sistemas de los verbos de rotacion
en las lenguas investigadas y analizado las semejanzas y diferencias en la
estructuracion del campo semantico de dichas lenguas.

El presente proyecto se ha llevado a cabo en el marco de la tipologia 1éxica
de las lenguas, una de las direcciones de investigacion lingiiistica que se estan
desarrollando de forma mas dinamica en las ultimas décadas y que, en nuestra
opinion, cuenta con mayores perspectivas.

El estudio tipolégico de las lenguas tiene ya una larga tradicion, siendo los
campos mas desarrollados hasta ahora la tipologia gramatical y la sintactica. En
las ultimas décadas se han publicado numerosos trabajos dedicados a estas ramas
de la lingiiistica.

Como es sabido, la tipologia, en general, se ocupa del establecimiento de
los universales, es decir, de los fendmenos relevantes para todos los sistemas
lingiiisticos. Hasta no hace mucho tiempo se consideraba que los componentes
semanticos universales eran propios del sistema gramatical de las lenguas; en
ellas se descubrieron oposiciones gramaticales idénticas, categorias nominales y
verbales parecidas, servidas por indicadores gramaticales especiales y organizados
en sistemas. Tanto las categorias por separado como los sistemas de significados
gramaticales en las diferentes lenguas se pueden comparar con facilidad, forman-
do una especie de conjunto gramatical universal. Al mismo tiempo, la tarea de
la tipologia gramatical se puede formular como la descripcion de ese conjunto
universal presente en cada lengua.

Hasta no hace mucho tiempo se consideraba que, a diferencia de la gramati-
ca, el 1éxico era extremadamente irregular e individual, y que, por ese motivo,
no debia entrar en los proyectos dedicados a la comparacion tipologica de las
lenguas. Nuevas investigaciones tedrico-experimentales de los ultimos anos han
cuestionado esa hipodtesis. Se ha descubierto que, pese a su diversidad, el 1éxico,
al igual que la gramatica, esta constituido por sistemas. Consecuentemente y para
este nivel de la lengua se pueden extraer ideas comunes, describir principios
de organizacion de los campos semanticos y construir un conjunto universal de
significados léxicos.

Ademas, es esencial el hecho de que, precisamente, los significados 1éxicos
son los que mas se corresponden plenamente con la clasificacion de la realidad
reflejada en las diferentes lenguas. El mundo que nos rodea se organiza en la
conciencia del ser humano con ayuda de unidades léxicas, de esta forma, la
presencia o ausencia de lexemas con un determinado significado indica en qué
nivel y en qué fragmentos del mundo fisico son cognitivamente relevantes y
universales. Los significados 1éxicos, en cada lengua, en gran medida estan de-
terminados por la realidad extralingiiistica, sin embargo las relaciones logicas, las
oposiciones y el sistema de organizacion de estos significados esta determinado
exclusivamente por la lengua.

La tipologia léxica se dedica también al estudio de este tipo de fenomenos,
y entre sus tareas incluye el analisis de los fendmenos del nivel 1éxico que se
repiten en las diferentes lenguas con el fin de explicar de qué forma se expresan
determinados elementos por medio de las palabras de cada lengua. Para esto, es
imprescindible dar respuesta a las siguientes preguntas: ;qué significados pue-
den ser expresados por una palabra en las diferentes lenguas?, ;qué significados
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universales y lingiiisticos especificos son expresados de forma regular por un
determinado lexema? ;existen limitaciones en la lexicalizacion de los significa-
dos? ;qué significados y con qué reglas pueden combinarse en el marco de un
unico lexema?

Pero, ademas, la tipologia 1éxica se ocupa de la busqueda del conjunto uni-
versal de parametros semanticos, cuyos elementos estan representados en cada
lengua concreta.

A diferencia de lo que ocurre con las investigaciones fonéticas, gramaticales
y sintacticas, cuyo objeto de investigacion es posible contemplarlo directamente,
la complejidad de las investigaciones semanticas reside en que su objeto son, en
primer lugar, los componentes del significado.

En segundo lugar, la frecuencia de las unidades léxicas es inferior a las mor-
foldgicas e, incluso, a las sintacticas, lo que limita enormemente las posibilidades
del investigador en el proceso de seleccion del material.

En tercer lugar, el nivel de estudio del nivel 1éxico de las lenguas es notable-
mente inferior al de la fonologia y la gramatica, lo que se debe a que el 1éxico
es un sistema menos estructurado y formalizado pero mas complejo.

Los verbos que expresan rotacidon constituyen uno de los subgrupos que indican
una determinada forma de movimiento. Estos verbos son objeto de investigacion
tipoldgica ya que son concretos, describen fendémenos fisicos bastante sencillos,
estan presentes en lenguas de diferentes areales y carecen de componentes cul-
turales especificos. Desde el punto de vista lingiiistico presentan especial interés
puesto que en su semantica no entran otros componentes esenciales en los verbos
de movimiento como el punto inicial y final del movimiento, el medio o la direc-
cion. El primer elemento imprescindible en los verbos de rotacién es el propio
sujeto, y el segundo, el punto de referencia, alrededor del cual tiene lugar la
rotacion. Sin embargo, las situaciones de la rotacion pueden diferenciarse segiin
toda una serie de parametros, que hasta la actualidad no han sido descritos en
la lexicologia tipoldgica ni en el plano tedrico ni en el practico.

Desde el punto de vista tedrico nuestro proyecto se ha apoyado sobre todo en
las ideas de la “Gramatica de las construcciones”, teoria semantica propuesta a
principios de los noventa por el lingiiista americano Charles Fillmor y desarro-
llada activamente en la actualidad por tipologos de los EE. UU y Europa como
Adele Goldberg, William Croft, Hans Boas y Miriam Fried. De acuerdo con esta
teoria, la percepcion de la realidad por el ser humano se estructura por medio de
“marcos” (frames) lingiiisticos o “construcciones”, en las que de forma inequivoca
se distinguen los papeles y las funciones de los participantes en la situacion»'.
Consecuentemente, para investigar los verbos de rotacion en una etapa inicial se
analizaron todas las situaciones de rotacion que pueden distinguirse 1éxicamente

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en las lenguas con ayuda de diferentes verbos. Para esto fue imprescindible
dividir la situaciéon en diversas partes componente y establecer las relaciones
entre ellas, los diferentes elementos combinatorios representados en las lenguas
y si coincidian o no con los frames establecidos. Asi, normalmente el marco de
la rotacién incluye el objeto que rota, el eje de rotacion, la orientacion, el plano
en el que tiene lugar la rotacion, etc. Cada uno de estos elementos posee sus
propias caracteristicas, que pueden combinarse entre si de diferente forma. Por
ejemplo, el objeto que rota puede ser animado o inanimado, puede ser redondo o
no, puede rotar verticalmente o de forma horizontal, alrededor de un eje interno
o de otro objeto que realiza el papel de punto de orientacion, puede hacerlo ra-
pida o lentamente, etc.; como resultado de este analisis se descubrieron una serie
de marcos cognitivamente relevantes, cada uno de los cuales no solo refleja la
particularidad especifica de una lengua concreta o de un grupo de lenguas, sino
también describe las particularidades universales de la percepcion de la situacion
de rotacion por el ser humano.

Nuestro proyecto se ha llevado a cabo sobre lenguas de estructuras diferentes
y de sistemas distintos de Europa, el Caucaso y Asia. Las lenguas selecciona-
das representan un material genético y areal suficientemente variado, lo que ha
permitido establecer una gran cantidad de marcos tipolégicamente relevantes
en una situacion de rotacidn, asi como los parametros semanticos aislados que
influyen en la lexicalizacion de las situaciones de rotacion en las diferentes
lenguas. Los resultados obtenidos permitiran crear una clasificacion bastante
completa de los sistemas de los verbos de rotacion existentes en dichas lenguas,
que ademas tendrd un caracter de prediccion. Con ayuda de esa clasificacion se
podra emprender el estudio y descripcion de otras lenguas, partiendo ya de unos
esquemas concreto y de unas lineas de investigacion establecidas. Este trabajo
tendra gran importancia tanto para el desarrollo de la teoria como de la practica
de la tipologia lexicoldgica.

No es la primera vez que la semantica de los verbos de rotacién es objeto
de investigacion. Existe un articulo de E.V. Rachilina y de I. A. Prokofieva
«Las lenguas emparentadas como objeto de la tipologia 1éxica: los verbos de
rotacion rusos y polacos»?, dedicado a la semantica de los verbos de rotacion
en ruso y en polaco. En estas lenguas emparentadas, el campo semantico de la
rotacion lo forman verbos cuya mayoria son palabras etimolégicamente cerca-
nas, que conservan una semejanza fonética. El resultado de esa investigacion
demostrd otra vez que lenguas cercanas pueden diferenciarse sustancialmente por
sus parametros semanticos y por el modo de la estructura de un mimo campo
semantico; se establecieron también una serie de situaciones espaciales de la
rotacion y los parametros abstractos sobre cuya base se lexicaliza un determi-
nado tipo de rotacion.

La metodologia del presente proyecto se ha basado en el uso del método de
analisis de la conducta lingiiistica, es decir, del analisis de la combinatoria de las
unidades lingiiisticas y que es utilizado ampliamente por la Escuela Lingiiistica
de Mosct. Con este fin se ha empleado un cuestionario realizado para pasar
a los informantes, hablantes nativos de las lenguas estudiadas. Ademas de los
trabajos de campo y de dicho cuestionario en el trabajo se utilizaran los datos
de los corpus de textos existentes para las lenguas que ya cuentan con ellos.
Con su ayuda se ha logrado establecer las variantes combinatorias de los verbos
estudiados asi como los datos estadisticos cuantitativos.

La investigacion llevada a cabo en el presente proyecto no solo favorecera
las investigaciones léxicotipoldgicas y permitird realizar una contribuciéon a la
tipologia cognitiva y a la teoria semantica sino que también tendra un signifi-
cado practico directo para la enseflanza de las diferentes lenguas pues permitira
imaginarse mejor los rasgos comunes y especificos de la organizacion de los
sistemas 1éxicos de estas lenguas, incluidas las diferencias en el sistema espaiiol.
Los resultados de la investigacion seran también e utilidad para la elaboracion
de manuales lexicograficos teodricos y practicos.

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CORPUS-BASED DATA-DRIVEN EXERCISES FOR EXPLORING
GRAMMAR THROUGH AUTHENTIC TEXTS

Corpus (plural: corpora) is “a collection of written or spoken material in
machine-readable form, assembled for the purpose of linguistic research” (Oxford
Dictionaries, 2011: <http://oxforddictionaries.com/>). Online corpora are annotated
with different types of information (morphological, semantic, syntactic, etc.).
They enable the searching of huge numbers of lexical items and grammatical
forms. Corpora provide a wide range of authentic samples that help to explain
language use and make it possible to observe the link between pattern and mean-
ing. These are important aspects that make corpora useful in teaching grammar.
For instance, the corpus-based grammar Longman Student Grammar of Spoken
and Written English demonstrates why it is necessary to sustain the boundaries
between lexis, grammar and discourse in foreign language teaching. It states the
following: “Most grammars have focused on structure, describing the form and
(sometimes) meaning of grammatical constructions out of context... It is not
enough to study just the grammatical forms, structures, and classes. These tell
us what choices are available in the grammar, but we also need to understand
how these choices are used to create discourse in different situations” (Biber at
al, 2002: 2). Furthermore, in practice, most teachers familiar with the teaching
of a foreign language grammar may notice that their learners argue that: “Rather
then studying the rules; it’s better to study how to speak!” or “To study gram-
mar is boring, I’d rather talk”. Such comments raise questions about the practi-
cal application of a set of grammatical rules of a foreign language. Moreover,
memorized rules may affect full communication, limiting real discourse. In fact,
standardized didactic materials bring a problem: some identical and artificial
language samples may create a gap between formal foreign language education
and modern authentic international communication.
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Data-driven learning (DDL) “makes possible a new style of "grammatical
consciousness-raising” (Rutherford, 1987) by placing the learner’s own discovery
of grammar at the centre of language-learning...” (Johns, 1991: 3). DDL is a
corpus-based approach that provides a framework for exploring online corpora to
discover language patterns. DDL involves learners in discovery learning finding
out different facts about language use through concordances retrieved from online
corpora. With the implementation of DDL, the study of a foreign language gram-
mar may seem more attractive. However, the positive effect of DDL depends on
good management of the teaching process. Teachers have to be able to explain to
their learners some principles at work with online corpora and to know how to
organize DDL in/out of a classroom. So, teachers should be involved in discovery
teaching that provides observation of teaching contexts to prepare appropriate
corpus-based didactic materials (Vieira, 2012).

Corpus-based data-driven exercises are tools that implement DDL. A corpus-
based data-driven exercise is any exercise which is based upon data obtained
from online corpora.

Corpus-based data-driven exercises may consist of samples that are selected
by teachers for training of specific language skills — training corpus-based data-
driven exercises or provide the observation of concordances directly from online
corpora to discover certain facts in a foreign language — discovering corpus-based
data-driven exercises (Vieira, 2012). Corpus-based data-driven exercises are a good
way to motivate learners to discover of a variety of language patterns without
memorization of rules.

The following training corpus-based data-driven exercises are for teaching
concerned with identifying the functions of the form of words, phrases or clauses
(Tables 1, 2).

Tables 3 and 4 demonstrate some training corpus-based data-driven exercises
aimed at teaching of some prepositional phrases that express the concepts such
as location, time, direction, cause, etc.

Corpus-based data-driven exercises are very suitable for training skills in verb
tense usage (Table 5, 6).

Training corpus-based data-driven exercises may be produced from this data
which look like familiar handouts for language learning practice containing activ-
ity types such as exercises to filling the gaps, matching/multi-choice exercises or
may be prepared with the help of extra ICT-based resources.

Discovering corpus-based data-driven exercises involve language learners in
carrying out research and data analysis. For example, it would be useful to ask
students (individually or in groups) to work with the data of the British National
Corpus, and, observe the differences in the use of the English modal verbs, or to
learn about Russian cases from the Russian National Corpus data.

Authentic text analysis extends beyond the teaching/learning of separate
modules of grammar from lexis and discourse. The examples given of some
corpus-based data-driven exercises illustrate that a corpus-based approach helps
to introduce grammar, lexis and discourse as “mutually influential and inter-
twined” levels of language (Anderson and Corbett, 2009: 67). Since corpora
provide a list of occurrences of a word or phrase but are not able to explain
the regularities of usage, the role of the teacher in DDL is to prepare both
training corpus-based data-driven exercises and discovering corpus-based data-
driven exercises.

Summing up, understanding of the principles of teaching and learning foreign
languages with online corpora can contribute to improving learner’s language
proficiency and enables us to experiment with new directions in modern educa-
tional practices.

RELATIVITY IN LEXICAL SEMANTICS

Since the word systematizes all variety of the material world in the language
the interest to this phenomena has become especially noticeable and is apparently
connected with the search of regularities and tendencies in functioning of diffe-
rent ethnic languages’ systems. Linguistic specificity is most evidently reflected
in lexicon and especially in polysemy where the language shows its ability to
classify economically the world around. The fact of semantic discrepancy between
languages proves the efficiency of the idea of relativism.

Searching for common rules of the developing polysemantic structures the
linguists came to the conclusion that the main laws of human thinking influen-
ce words changes. The fact that there are similar tendencies in developing of
semantic structure in different languages makes differences in semantics even
more significant and weighty.

As the polysemy manifested the general logic of reality systematization nowadays
these investigations are very topical. The complexity of the phenomena lies in
the fact that a native speaker simultaneously has all meanings of the word with
rich semantic associations which could be lost in translation from one language
into another. Following the logic of inner structure of polysemantic word it is
reasonable to carry out ‘level by level’ comparison of correlative elements.

The applied method allows to analyze a polysemantic word deep enough (up
to the seme level) and simultaneously to observe the different-level distinctive
features of a lexeme of one language through the prism of its correlate.

The lexical meaning of the word is the material for this research. While wor-
king on structures of polysemantic words the term lexico-semantic variant (LSV)
is actively used, as it is defined by Morkovkin V.V. “LSV is a double-sided
unit of the lexico-semantic system, which has a form and a meaning, which are
bound together with a unique meaning correlation. LSV of a polysemantic word
corresponds to the “language” word in one of its meanings, sub meanings and
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shades of meaning” (Morkovkin, 1990). Consequently, the carried out contrastive
study allows us to consider the polysemantic words from the standpoint of pe-
culiarities of developing secondary meanings and of linguistic system influence
on the semantic structure in general.

The contrastive description sets the stage for the analysis of word definitions
which let us to detect and to describe semantic structure of each unit.

The degree of specificity characterizes the completeness of correspondence
between the objects of the analysis. In this regard the whole variety of words
or a limited group of studied vocabulary should be divided into three classes:
equivalent (which coincide in all the senses), specific (which do not coincide at
all) and similar (the units which have similar but not equivalent semantic struc-
tures). This principal of dividing the words into equivalent, specific and similar
can be applied to the semantic structure on the whole. In other words, LSV and
the semes can also be evaluated on this principle. It should be specified that on
the seme level we can only assume the presence of equivalent and specific semes
as being the minimal semantic component the seme cannot be similar.

The contrastive description of the vocabulary demands taking into consideration
the significance of the word in the language system and each component in the
semantic structure of the word. The relativity of the semantic structures is most
evident when polysemantic units are overlapped. The analysis necessarily requires
consideration of the depth and degree of specificity of the compared units. The
depth of the specificity depends on the level of its manifestation and it is vis-
ible on the level of words, on the level of LSV within a polysemantic word and
on the level of semes. The degree of specificity characterizes the completeness
of the correspondence between the objects of the analysis and differentiates the
equivalent, similar and specific lexis. The results of comparison of the correlative
Russian and English taste adjectives demonstrate the relativity of the semantic
structure of a polysemantic word. The taste adjectives relate to similar lexis, these
words name the same sensations which objectively coincide in different languages.

Since all analyzed lexical units belong to the group of similar words the com-
parison was made only at the level of LSV and level of semes. Verbal explica-
tions were prepared according to the criteria of completeness and consistency
described by A.N. Shramm (1979; 61).

The first Russian-English verbal “couple” is “cmankuii — sweet”. Below there
are two verbal explications (according to contemporary vocabularies):

“caaakuii”

LSV 1r' — “umeromuii npusTHbI BKyC caxapa, meaa” (4aif, MUpOT, BHHO);

LSV 2r — “npusTHbIil 111 000HSIHUS, IMEIOMINAN TYIIUCTHIN 3amax” (3amax, apomar,

“sweet”

LSV 1a? — “having the pleasant taste characteristic of sugar or honey” (honey, pie,

apple);

LSV 2a — “smelling pleasant like flowers or perfume; fragrant” (fragrance, grass,
park);

LSV 3a — “fresh, pure, and untainted” (milk, meet, water);

LSV 4a — “(of sound) melodious or harmonious” (sound, music, voice);

LSV 5a — “charming and endearing” (dress, house, view, face);

LSV 6a — “ pleasing in general; delightful” (power, freedom, life, spring, child-
hood);
LSV 7a — “dear, beloved” (you, mother, daugher).

The conducted level-by-level analysis shows that formation of secondary meanings
of these words depends on the same logic, follows the same idea. In both words
(“cmankuii” and “sweet”) seme ’pleasant’ is actively exploited. The differences
are determined by the positions of the adjectives in linguistic (lexico-semantic)
system of the language. Semantics of “cinankuii” is influenced by the adjective
“nputopHblii” (means ‘very sweet’ + ‘unpleasant’). There is also potential seme
‘unpleasant’ in the meanings of “cianknii”: ‘npuTOpHO-yMHIBHBIN (complaisant)
and ‘munemepnsiii’ (hypocritical). This fact creates negative background for the
whole Russian polisemant.

The English correlate “sweet” has one of the meaning ‘clean, fresh, pure’.
This meaning in the system is supported by the antonimic relationship with the
word “sour” (one of the meaning — ‘having taste of spoiled food’) prooving the
positive potential its semantics.

It is important to note that in general, in the case of similarity English LSVs
have more developed combinatory than Russian LSVs. One can assume that the
contradictory between positiveness of the primary gustatory meaning of Russian
“cmankuii” and negative background of its secondary meanings reduces the num-
ber of uses of similar LSV (at least in translations) due to negative associations.

Thus, the completed semantic description of the adjective “ciankunii” through
the prism of English correlate “sweet” is the result of the level-by-level compari-
son. Attention is drawn to the fact that many specific features of Russian word
could be revealed only by comparison.

We would not give the detailed analysis of three remaining pairs of polyse-
mantic words (ropbkuii — bitter, kucnplii — sour, cosieHblii — salt) and focus on
the essential differences identified in the comparison.

The pair “ropekuii — bitter” have explicit similarities and differences. Semantic
consistency has been found in the development of secondary meanings based on
seme ‘unpleasant’. Differences in two semantic structures are vastly determined
by the etymology of Russian and English adjectives. The specific connotation
‘bitterness, bitterness’ appears under the influence of the inner form of Russian
adjective “ropbkuii” (‘full of sorrow’ and ‘wretched, miserable’). English adjec-
tive “bitter” with inner form ‘sharp, fierce, furious, implacable’ and ‘icy, cold’
demonstrates additional seme ‘activity, aggressiveness’.

It was found out that there is no equivalence of primary meanings of “kucibiii”
and “sour”. English correlative significance was less than “xucasiii”. In Eng-
lish, there are synonymous adjectives “acid” and “tart”. A large percentage of
equivalent or similar secondary meanings indicates general trend in developing
of polisemantic structures. Seme ‘unpleasant’ served as a basis for the secondary
meanings of both adjectives, developed into the meaning ‘nasty, unpleasant’ for
English “sour”.

The semantic center of Russian “conensiii” and English “salt” is formed
around a common seme ‘salt’. LSVs without seme ‘salt’ become peripheral and
lose connection with the common semantic core. This process can be seen in

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Russian adjective (LSV ‘heavy’ and LSV ‘obscene’) and in English adjective
(LSV *‘witty’ and LSV ‘expensive, high’). The core of the semantic structure of
“conensrit” and “salt” is formed by three pairs of equivalent LSV (‘containing
salt’, ‘having a taste of salt’, ‘a stock for future use with salt’), which confirms
the general trends in the development of semantic structures.

The analyzed polysemantic words have well-developed semantic structure,
moreover the structures are comparable according to their quantitative relation
and in contents. The specificity of the semantic of the words is connected with
the strict structural organization of the components within the word and severe
paradigmatic connections in lexical systems of the compared languages. The
relativity of the structural scheme of the polysemantic word is evident. If we
compare a polysemantic word with the correlate from a different language system
(French, German or any other language) the results may be and apparently will
be different. This is what the relativity of the semantic system of the Russian
word consists in. The specificity of the lingual unit is always relative; it always
depends on the background against which the comparison is performed. Each of
the comparison is a sort of a projection of the described semantic structure on
a corresponding structure in a different language system. The more projections
are united at contrastive description the more extended the acquired description
is. By increasing the number of projections one can approach the description of
all the possible strategies of human thinking when forming secondary meanings
of a polysemantic word.

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MARITIME TERMINOLOGY AND TYPOLOGICAL PARALLELS:
CLASSIFICATION OF LEXEMES ACCORDING TO ‘THE GEORGIAN
DICTIONARY’ BY SULKHAN-SABA ORBELIANI

In order to study the history and culture of Georgian people it is necessary
to consider navigation and navigation-related issues since a lot of historical top-
ics are closely connected to the problem of navigation: trade, urbanization of a
coastal area and settlement issues, fishing, water cult, piracy and etc. The study
of the history of navigation implies the research of the issues such as sea and
river roads, harbors, boat building, folk knowledge of the navigation and etc.

The Georgian maritime language like the languages of other nations has its
own characteristic features - conditionality and terminology.

General term for water transport is a boat. The ships of different displacement
and function have their own names as well.

The study of Georgian maritime terminology shows that according to the
origin it can be divided into three categories. In our country the terms that have
entered from Ancient Greece and Byzantium are used in navigation field from
the ancient times till about the 16th century. From the 17th century the increase
of Turkish influence can be observed. A lot of naval terms are borrowed from
this language. Only a small amount of these words are specifically Turkish. The
majority of them is of Italian, Greek origin or belongs to European or Eastern
nations.

An outstanding lexicographer Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani should be considered to
be the first researcher of the Georgian naval terminology (1658-1725). The Dic-
tionary of Georgian Language (‘Sitkvis Kona’) provides the names of navigation
means and their brief descriptions. Moreover, the dictionary gives the explanations
of the names of separate parts of navigation tools and crew members. Saba pro-
vides the following names: ‘A boat - it is a general term for all types of boats.
A small boat is referred as ‘nusha’ (a small sailing boat) and a bigger one as
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a ship (varcli, k'op'ano, k’arap’a, k’ar¢'ap’a, xumaldi, k’arapita, o¢xomeli, olan
¢'k'anderi, k'at’arya,) (‘vartsli’ _ a small boat, ‘kopano’ _ a medium-sized river
boat, ‘karapa’ _ a longboat, ‘karchapa’ a barge, ‘khumaldi’ _ a ship, ‘ochk-
homeli’ _ a cargo boat, ‘olechkanderi’ _ a small launch, ‘katargha’ a warship).
They are arranged in order of increasing size; ‘khomaldi’ and ‘dromoni’ (a ship)
are the biggest military vessels’.

The Georgian maritime language like the language of other nations has its own
characteristic features - conditionality and terminology. However, borrowing and
assimilating foreign terms and technical advances is not new for the Georgian
language. It is a common phenomenon for any maritime nation. For example,
navigational achievements of ancient Egyptians were adopted and developed by
Phoenicians, the Egyptians learnt a lot from the latter, while the achievements
of Phoenicians were advanced by Greeks similar to the achievements of Vikings
that were improved by Englishmen and other European nations. It is known that
more than 90% of Russian maritime terminology is borrowed from English, Ger-
man and especially from Dutch. All the words connected to navigation and trade
activities entered Russian language from Dutch since Peter the Great studied the
art of construction and navigation in Holland and he established his first trade
links with this country.

As it is well known a sail is a part of the boat made of piece of canvas by
means of which the force of the wind is converted to propel the vessel which is
a huge step forward in the development of navigation. Sailing boats were widely
spread in Georgia. (e.g. in I-II B.C ‘The Colchian Royal Ship’ with a rectangular
sail was well-known.).

Concerning the sail Niko Mari states that this term was brought to Georgian
language from Abkhazian (Mapp 1938: 87.) However, he notes that the modern
life of Abkhaz people does not provide the proof for the above-mentioned.

As Saba notes ‘A sail is a windsock of boats and ships that is pushed by
the wind and moves vessels’. In the Armenian language a sail corresponds
to ‘Apragast’ that means a curtain, a sail of the boat and is borrowed from
the Georgian language. In Old Georgian an equivalent of the word curtain is
a yard (‘ezo’). It can also be found with the meaning of a sail. A boat with
sails was also referred as ‘Ezombuli’ in the Old Georgian language. The word
‘mapyc’ in Russian and in many other languages is derived from Greek ¢dpoc,
while in French, Dutch and German the Latin lexeme of a sail — velum can
be observed. It is obvious that, rich Georgian traditions of producing textiles
for sails comes from the ancient times and therefore, we can assume that
the term ‘Apra’ (a sail) must have been formed in the bosom of the local
Kartvelian languages.

Laz sailing boats - ‘felucca’ was the most common maritime transport in
Georgia: the boat was used for different purposes: transporting passengers and
cargo, fishing. Due to its light weight and high speed it was very convenient for
piracy. Laz were very skillful in any activity connected to the sea. Vakhushti
Batonishvili (prince) states: ‘They are men skilled in woodcraft and construction
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of big and small boats’. Laz boat is similar to Arabic boat with a triangular sail
_ Dkhau and Shebek (piratical) as well as to Patamar (India), Proa (Polynesia),
Drakar (Viking), Caraca (Spain), Kharaka (the Nile) which according to some
authors entered the Spanish language as ‘haloque’ and through the labialization of
the initial form of aspiration the name _ faluca was obtained (Italian _ Felucca,
Turkish _ Faluce, Russian _ ®emtora, Georgian _ Feluka). From the Turkish
language a new term ‘feluka’ entered the Laz language which denoted a ship
and any type of a boat of the European mark.

Laz people were densely populated in present Turkey. The main driving force
of the Laz language like of all languages is the processes arising in its bosom
- the internal laws of language development. This should not be perceived as if
the influence of other languages is excluded. In the civilized world languages do
not exist in isolation. Language contacts have always been and will be one of the
sources of the development and evolution of languages. However, the influence
of the Turkish language on the Laz language is mainly manifested in the form
of lexical units. (Kutelia 2005:8-9).

Arn. Chikobava believes that f spirant is well-based in Laz speech: ‘Chan
language is so strongly influenced by foreign languages that it borrowed a sound
... (Chikobava Arn., Grammatical Analysis of Chan, Tbilisi, 1936, 15). There
is a large number of lexical units involving the sound. Basically, they are bor-
rowed from the Greek and Turkish languages, but nowadays they have become
an integral part of Laz vocabulary, for example the lexeme ‘f’eluka _ ‘a boat’.

According to the dictionary by Sulkhan-Saba we can provide the classification
of the lexemes as follows:

Military or war ships (dromoni, k'at’arya, xomaldi).

Small boats ( k'arap'a, k'op'ano, peluk'a ' sandali, olan ¢'k'anderi).
Categories of the lexemes denoting boatmen (manave, navt’uri, mesali k'e)
Lexemes denoting attributes of a boat (anza, apra, ialkani).

Lexemes denoting aquatic animals ( alit’rioni, veSap’i, k’aridi’, lokora).

In his documented dictionary Sulkhan-Saba used almost all types of literature
existing by this time as the source for determining navigation terms - both fic-
tion and history. In addition to Georgian sources, Orbeliani frequently refers to
Armenian, Latin, Greek and Arabic dictionaries.

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LEXICALIZACION DIFERENTE DE LOS MISMOS CONCEPTOS
ESPECIALIZADOS EN RUSO Y ESPANOL

1. INTRODUCCION

La globalizacién exige que la comunicacion especializada se efectie a nivel
multilingiie. Los diccionarios organizados alfabéticamente no resultan eficaces en
la mayoria de los casos. La necesidad de recursos terminoldgicos multilingiies
validos plantea un desafio para los Estudios de Traduccion e Interpretacion y para
la propia Terminologia. La Terminologia estudia los términos y conceptos sub-
yacentes, pero mientras que los conceptos pueden tener caracter supralingiiistico,
existen diferentes formas en la percepcion y la comprension (conceptualizacion) de
la misma realidad. Segun Wierzbicka (1997), las distintas lenguas reflejan en su
Iéxico diferentes perspectivas de la conceptualizacion. Maisak y Rakhilina (2007),
Koptjevskaja-Tamm et al. (2010) y Majid et al. (2008), entre otros, subrayan la
necesidad de estudios léxico-semdnticos y cognitivos a nivel interlingiiistico.

Pero mientras que existen numerosos estudios del lenguaje general, al lenguaje
especializado no se le ha prestado mucha atencion. La complejidad y el dinamismo
del conocimiento especializado (CE) dificultan la adquisicion y la representacion
de nociones de especialidad a nivel multilingiie y también afectan a su léxico.
Los términos representan lingiiisticamente el CE subyacente, lo codifican y trans-
miten. El hecho de que algunos conceptos de especialidad se lexicalizan de una
forma especial o no llegen a lexicalizarse en una lengua determinada plantea un
problema para los traductores y terminélogos, crea lagunas terminolédgicas y en-
torpece la comunicacion especializada. La nueva orientacion lingiiistico-cognitiva
en Terminologia - Terminologia Basada en Marcos (TBM) (Faber et al. 2005,
2006; Faber 2011) - propone organizar el CE subyacente a la terminologia para
su mejor representacion y transmision en estructuras cognitivas esquematicas su-
pralingtiisticas (marcos). Esta organizacidn es la que mas se acerca a la estructura

del lexicon mental humano y debe utilizarse en los recursos terminoldgicos de
calidad- las bases de conocimiento terminolégico. La TBM afirma que sélo la
adquisicion previa del CE puede garantizar el uso adecuado de la terminologia.
La metodologia propuesta también ayuda a detectar y solventar los problemas
terminologicos a nivel multilingiie y contribuye a la comunicacion especializada.

El presente estudio de la terminologia ruso-espafiola propone describir la
conceptualizacion del fendmeno natural medioambiental OLA en ambas lenguas.
Se recurre a la Lingiiistica de Corpus y se analiza el segmento del conocimiento
construido alrededor de OLA. La hipoétesis de partida consiste en que la diferente
procedencia de las lenguas del estudio — ruso (lengua eslava) y espaiiol (lengua
romance) — junto con el aislamiento de la URSS de Occidente durante décadas
producirian distintos enfoques de la conceptualizacién de los mismos conceptos
especializados. Como objetivo final se pretende contribuir a la traduccion y la
terminologia, mejorar la representacion y la transmision del CE en las bases de
conocimiento terminolégico multilingiies.

2. FUNDAMENTOS TEORICOS

La TBM estd inspirada parcialmente en Frame Semantics de Fillmore (1982) y
propone utilizar los marcos como forma de estructuracidon cognitiva esquematica.
Esta nueva orientacion cognitiva en Terminologia comparte postulados con la
Teoria Comunicativa de la Terminologia (Cabré 1999) y la Teoria Sociocognitiva
de la Terminologia (Temmerman 2000), que van en linea con la actuales corrien-
tes rusas, que son la Terminologia Cognitivo-Comunicativa (Manerko 2003) y el
enfoque antropocentrista (Volodina 2000).

La TBM propone asegurar la equivalencia terminoldgica efectuando el estudio
de los términos en su contexto, recurrir a la Lingiiistica de Corpus y a poner
bajo la lupa a la conceptualizacion. Se insiste en la adquisicion del conocimien-
to especializado previo de forma estructurada. Para ello se debe prestar mucha
atencion a la reconstruccion del sistema conceptual subyacente a los conceptos
y al estudio de las relaciones conceptuales (is_a, part of, caused_by), sobre todo
las no jerarquicas.

Gracias al estudio de corpus extenso perteneciente al dominio medioambiental
y a la organizacion de los conceptos claves se ha podido detectar la presencia
de un marco supralingiiistico prototipico para este dominio que tiene forma de
evento dinamico. Se trata del Evento Medioambiental (EM) que prevé el uso de
las macrocategorias AGENTE, PACIENTE/RESULTADO, PROCESO/ESTADO,
LUGAR y DESCRIPCION. La existencia de estas macrocategorias implica la
activacion de las relaciones conceptuales en su mayoria no jerarquicas, tales
como: caused by, affected by, result of, phase of, located in, attribuite of,
part_of, etc. De este modo cualquier segmento del conocimiento medioambiental
tendria cabida en esta organizacion. Por ejemplo: MAREA es paciente (la relacion
conceptual activada caused by) para el agente la FUERZA GRAVITACIONAL
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DE LA LUNA, tiene a su vez a su paciente que es EL NIVEL DEL AGUA
(affected_by) al que eleva en un lugar que es, por ejemplo, el MAR (located_in),
donde la ELEVACION DEL NIVEL DEL MAR seria su resultado (result_of);
también representa un proceso con sus estados MAREA BAJA o MAREA ALTA,
y tiene los elementos descriptivos o herramientas, tales como: MAREOGRAFO,
TABLA DE MAREA, etc.

La TBM encontrd su aplicacion practica en la base de conocimiento termino-
logico EcoLexicon (http://ecolexicon.ugr.es). Se trata de un tesauro multilingtie (7
lenguas: inglés, espaiiol, aleman, francés, ruso, griego moderno y neerlandés) que
dispone de mas de 3.000 conceptos especializados del dominio medioambiental
y de mas de 10.000 términos. Este recurso representa la estructura conceptual
del dominio donde el concepto de busqueda aparece rodeado de conceptos rela-
cionados que vienen reflejados en su definicion. Ademas, se dispone de recursos
visuales, lingiiisticos y conceptuales adicionales. Este tesauro puede ser utilizado
como diccionario multilingiie.

3. METODOLOGIA DEL ESTUDIO

El primer paso consiste en extraer el CE de la terminologia. Para este fin se
adaptan los enfoques fop-down (analizar las definiciones existentes del concep-
to) y bottom-up (analizar el corpus). Para el segundo paso se ha recopilado un
corpus bilingiie (16.000 palabras en cada lengua) que contiene textos destinados
al publico lego, semi-especialistas y expertos sobre el fendmeno. Gracias a la
aplicacion de la herramienta informatica WordSmith Tools se pueden extraer las
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concordancias - lineas de texto formadas alrededor del término de interés que
dan la informacion exhaustiva sobre los conceptos asociados. De esta forma se
detectan los conceptos claves para el segmento del conocimiento sobre OLA y
se identifican las relaciones conceptuales existentes entre ellos. Su posterior or-
ganizacion en el marco del EM ayuda a asegurar la equivalencia terminoldgica
multilingiie.

4. RESULTADOS

El analisis de las definiciones en ambas lenguas ha demostrado que las de-
finiciones existentes contienen pocas relaciones conceptuales lo que dificulta
la descripcion eficaz del concepto. Por ejemplo: Ola: onda de gran amplitud
[is_a] que se forma en la superficie de las aguas [located in] (drae). Boana

Las concordancias en ambas lenguas, en cambio, han aportado mas informacion
sobre el fenémeno y los conceptos asociados a éste y han proporcionado un amplio
inventario de relaciones conceptuales, sobre todo no jerarquicas. Por ejemplo:

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De esta forma se han podido detectar los conceptos claves asociados a OLA
correspondientes a los rols previstos por las macrocategorias del EM, como por
ejemplo: agente (VIENTO/BETEP), paciente (COSTA/IIOBEPEXDBE), resultado
(EROSION/ABPA3U), lugar (MAR/MOPE), pardmetros (LONGITUD/IJIAHA),
etc.

Hay que senalar que el analisis de las concordancias y la estructuracion en
el marco del EM ha demostrado, por ejemplo, la repercusion a nivel 1éxico de
la herencia interjerarquica ONDA/OLA (tipo_de). El uso del término compuesto
longitud de onda de una ola en espafiol vs. dauna eonnvl en ruso demuestra la
existencia del “desequilibrio” terminoloégico debido a la distinta lexicalizacion
de los mismos conceptos en lenguas diferentes. Asimismo, se ha identificado la
asimetria en el uso terminoldgico (erosion marina/abpasus, olas de tormenta/
anemobapuueckue sonnwl (haciendo referencia a las olas producidas por el cambio
de la presion atmosférica durante la tormenta) lo que debe tenerse en cuenta por
un traductor especializado.

5. CONCLUSIONES

Como confirma dicho estudio terminoldgico ruso-espaifiol, la conceptualizacion
depende de cada lengua y tiene repercusion a nivel 1éxico. Haciendo uso de la
metodologia propuesta por la TBM, se pueden estudiar diferentes enfoques de
la conceptualizacidon inherentes a distintas lenguas. De esta forma se consigue
recopilar una informacioén exhaustiva sobre los conceptos asegurando su equi-
valencia multilingiie o detectando lagunas terminoldgicas debidas a la distinta
lexicalizacion de los conceptos.

La gestion terminoldgica basada en el conocimiento y el estudio de términos
en su contexto garantiza su uso adecuado y mejora la transmision del CE con-
tribuyendo a la comunicaciéon multilingiie.

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THE EMERGENCE OF SATELLITE-FRAMED PATTERNS IN ROMANCE
LANGUAGES: A TYPOLOGICAL CHALLENGE?

According to Talmy (2000: 221) languages divide into two typologies on the
basis of how they express the main event: "the typology consists of whether the
core schema [framing event] is expressed by the main verb or by the satellite".
VF languages (Romance, Semitic, Japanese, Korean, Turkish, Tamil, Polynesian,
Nez Perce, and Caddo) encode path in the verb, and manner, if expressed, in an
adverbial or gerundive element, as shown in (1). SF languages (Indo-European
except Romance, Finno-Ugric, Chinese, Ojibwa, and Warlpiri) encode manner in
the verb and path in a satellite, as in (2).

La botella entro a la cueva (flotando). (Talmy 1985: 69)
'the bottle moved-in to the cave (floating)'
(1) The bottle floated into the cave. (Talmy 1985: 69)

Spanish is presented as a prototype of VF typology, which does not admit
the SF type. However, some exceptions have been signaled. Aske (1989) argues
that Spanish disallows SF constructions only with telic path phrases, but the
construction is accepted with atelic paths, as in:

(2) La botella floto hacia la cueva. (Aske 1989: 3)
'The bottle floated towards the cave'

Stringer (2002) observes the same limitation in French: it does not combine
manner verbs with bounded paths, but may take unbounded paths, as illustrated
in 4.

(3) La fille a dansé jusqu’ a la gare. (Stringer 2002: 29)
‘The girl danced to the station.’ (danced until)
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Slobin & Hoiting (1994), and Slobin (1997), more specifically claim that man-
ner verbs cannot appear as the main verb of a clause if they imply a situation
in which a boundary is crossed. Slobin (1997) relates boundary-crossing events
to resultatives, which are not allowed in Romance languages:

It appears to be a universal characteristic of V-languages that crossing a
boundary is conceived of as a change of state, and that state changes require an
independent predicate in such languages. (Slobin 1997: 441)

Certainly, resultatives are almost non-existent in Spanish. But Martinez Vazquez
(2001) contributes examples of Spanish manner of motion verbs with telic path
phrases, (5-7), even in boundary-crossing situations, (8-9).

(4) ...camind a su cortijillo sin esperanza en la vida... (Martinez Vazquez
2001)
‘he walked to his farmhouse without hope in life’

(5) ... nadd a tierra y caminé a través de la isla de Soledad. (Martinez Vaz-
quez 2001)
‘he swam to land and walked across the isle of Soledad’

(6) ...volaron a Mar de Plata... (Martinez Vazquez 2001)
‘they flew to Mar de Plata’

(7) La cabeza de Robespierre rodé en el cesto de la guillotina. (Martinez
Vazquez 2001)
‘Robespierre’s head rolled into the guillotine basket’

(8) ...saltd a otro taxi... (Martinez Vazquez 2001)
‘s/he jumped into another taxi’
SF patterns involving boundary-crossing situations have also been observed
in Italian and French:

(9) Max a couru dans sa chambre / au magasin.
‘Max ran into his room / to the shop’ (Cummins 1996: 48)

(10) Gianni ¢ corso nel bosco in un secondo.
John IS runPAST into the woods in one second. (Folli & Harley 2006:
135)

Counterexamples like these have led researchers to consider a more critical
revision of Talmy's typology: languages within one of the typologies may show,
not just some exceptional cases, but a mixed behavior, allowing both VF and SF
patterns (Beavers 2008, Beavers et al. 2010, Filipovic 2007, Croft et al. 2010,
inter alia). Beavers et al. (2010) claim that VF languages may actually prefer
SF constructions in some contexts.
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Once we acknowledge these SF patterns in Romance languages, an explana-
tion of the conditions under which these anti-typological cases emerge should
be attempted. The formation of SF patterns in Romance languages has been ex-
plained on lexical grounds: some manner verbs allow goals and some don't. For
example, Folli & Ramchand (2005) list correre ‘run’, rotolare ‘roll’, rimbalzare,
‘bounce’, scivolare ‘glide, slide’, gattonare ‘crawl’, saltare,” jump’, volare ‘fly’,
saltellare ‘jump’, among Italian manner verbs which can take a telic path phrase.
In contrast, galleggiare ‘float’, camminare ‘walk’, galoppare ‘gallop’, danzare
‘dance’, nuotare ‘swim’, sciare ‘ski’, passeggiare ‘walk around’, and vagabon-
dare ‘wander’ do not admit goals (Folli & Ramchand 2005: 97). Fortis (2010:
16) proposes a similar classification for French verbs: courir ‘run’, rouler ‘roll’,
(re)bondir ‘bounce’, glisser ‘glide, slide’, ramper ‘crawl’, sauter ‘jump’, voler
‘fly’, and sauter ‘hop’ allow SF formation, while flotter ‘float’, marcher ‘walk’,
galoper ‘gallop’, danser ‘dance’, nager ‘swim’, skier ‘ski’, and se promener
‘walk around’ do not admit a SF pattern.

In a similar line, Mateu (2011) considers that verbs like fIy or jump take goals
in Spanish because they encode directionality, but pure manner verbs do not. He
claims that verbs with a directional component are not examples of the Germanic
co-event conflation pattern since they do not encode exclusively manner. He ar-
gues that verbs that only express manner, like dance or limp, are ungrammatical
in this pattern; hence, Talmy's typology is still valid.

(11) *Juan bail6 a la cocina. (Mateu 2011: 36)
‘Juan danced to the kitchen’

(12) *Juan cojed a la puerta. (Mateu 2011: 36)
‘Juan limped to the door’

However, corpus evidence shows that the lack of a path component in the verb
does not rule out its emergence in a SF pattern. Notice, for example, the following
instances, where the verbs renquear ‘limp’, and flotar ‘flotar’, both assumed to
belong to the class of verbs not allowing goals, appear with directionals.

(13) Renqued hasta la ventana. (CREA)
'he limped to the window'

(14) Su cuerpo sin vida floté a la superficie. [http://www.fotolog.com/
mmaria_22/84507887/]
'his lifeless body floated to the surface'

Another element that could lexicalize a path is the satellite. But most Romance
languages lack unambiguous path prepositions like English fo or into. Therefore,
if the verb is not a good predictor of a directed motion reading, and there are
no inherent goal satellites, then we must look for another parameter to explain
the emergence of these anti-typological patterns.

It has been claimed that Romance languages do not express manner as frequently
and specifically as SF languages, but instead leave this information to be inferred
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(Talmy 1985, Slobin 1996, Stringer, 2002, Pourcel & Kopecka 2006, Kopecka
2009, Beavers et al. 2010, inter alia). Talmy (1985: 69) observes that manner is
“stylistically awkward" because of its position outside the verbal slot, so Manner
is often "either established in the surrounding discourse or omitted altogether.”
As a result, the interpretation of motion events relies heavily on inferences from
the extralinguistic context. Moreover, Stringer observes that in a scene where a
mother yells at her children to get into the house, the SF pattern reproduced in
(16) sounds more natural than the VF type in (17).

(15) Allez, courons dans la maison!
20.2PL, run.1PL in the house
‘Come on, let’s run in the house!’
(16) 7#Allez, entrons dans la maison en courant!
20.2PL, enter.1PL in the house in running
‘Come on, let’s enter the house running!’ (Stringer, 2002: 46)

The analysis of naturally occurring examples of SF patterns in Spanish ex-
tracted from the CREA corpus shows that the events they refer to are linked to
conventional goals. For example, verbs of motion with a vehicle will tend to
imply a goal, the destination. So, verbs like fly, drive, ride (a horse, a bike...)
will be expected to include a goal. In such contexts the SF pattern is felicitous
in Spanish:

(17) Cuando conducia a casa de Sara y Adrian. (CREA)
'when I drove to Sara and Adrian's house'

(18) Cecilia pedale6 hasta el pueblo. (CREA)
'Cecilia pedaled to the village'

(19) Cabalgo6 hasta la taberna del puerto. (CREA)
'(he) rode (his horse) up to the harbor tavern'

Walking is also a conventional way of covering short distances. In our corpus,
beside caminar ‘walk’ or correr 'run', more elaborate manner verbs appear in SF
constructions in a walking sense: desfilar ‘parade’, peregrinar ‘go on a pilgrimage,
peregrinate’, apresuar ‘hurry’, trotar ‘trot’, and gatear ‘crawl’:

(20) Hombres y mujeres de distintas provincias cubanas desfilaron al altar.
(CREA)
'men and women form different cuban provinces paraded to the altar'
(21) Hoy peregrinan a esta Ermita un grupo de balseros. (CREA)
'today a group of boatpeople peregrinate to this chapel'
(22) Se apresur6 al camarote. (CREA)
'(s/he) hurried to the cabin'
(23) Alli tuve que trotar hasta el carro equipaje en busca de mi maleta. (CREA)
'there I had to trot to the luggage cart'
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(24) El nifio gatea hasta la puerta. (CREA)
'the child crawls to the door'

Verbs involving a change of posture are usually associated to a specific resul-
ting state/location, for example, kneeling usually involves a resulting position,
with knees on the floor; lie verbs (acostarse 'go to bed', tumbarse 'lie down',
echarse 'lie down') presuppose a bed or a coach; sentarse 'sit down', a chair, and
so on. The resulting position is usually left unexpressed, but when lexicalized,
the pattern encodes both motion and resulting state in a same structure, as in:

Se arrodill6 en la silla. (CREA)

‘Alina knelt on the chair'

Other SF patterns appear in what I term "gravity-induced scenarios", which
imply an accidental downward motion, and may appear with a variety of manner
verbs like rodar 'roll' in (8), or jump 'saltar' in (9).

Summing up, events conventionally expected to include an endpoint, for
example, accidental gravity-induced events, jumping events, or transportation
scenarios, will be felicitous in a SF pattern in Spanish.

Sometimes the SF pattern is not a choice but a rather a requirement. Consider,
for example, a jumping event like (27). A cat typically walks, jumps or climbs;
jumping, is therefore a conventional manner of motion of cats, so it wouldn't
make sense to encode this manner in an adverbial phrase, where it would be
presented as highlighted information, (28).

La gata salté a su regazo. (CREA)

'the cat jumped to her lap'

?la gata fue a su regazo de un salto/saltando

'the cat went to her lap of a jump/jumping'

Consider another case: motion in the water. Swim has been claimed to be a
verb that does not take directionals in Italian, French or Spanish. But the main
reason for this incompatibility is that swimming is generally conceived as a leisure
activity, not a means of transportation. However, in an appropriate context, i.e.
when there is a limit in the water that a person can reach, an SF pattern may
emerge, as in (29). In such scenarios swimming is the default manner of human
motion and is better encoded in the verb than in an adverbial phrase (fiue a la
orilla nadando 'he went to shore swimming') where it would acquire unnecessary
weight for a default manner of motion.

El marinero salté del barco y nado6 a la orilla. (CREA)

‘the sailor jumped from the boat and swam to shore’

In conclusion, SF patterns are "relatively infrequent” in VF languages. But,
they are recurrent, or even the best option for the expression of some events. Is
this a challenge to Talmy's typology? No, if we assume that languages are not
totally coherent and we contrast event types instead of whole systems. In line
with Croft et al. (2010: 3) we propose that Talmy's classification should not be
applied to "languages as a whole" but rather to "individual complex event types
within a language".

Talmy’s typology of motion expressions (Talmy 1985, 2000) has been maintained with
minor refinements during the last decades. Verb-framed (VF) languages encode path in the
verb and tend to leave manner unexpressed. Satellite-framed (SF) languages encode path
in a satellite and manner in the verb. Recent studies show a growing number of naturally
occurring examples of SF patterns in VF languages, and vice versa. This evidence forces
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a revision of the typology: languages within one of the typologies may show a mixed
behavior, allowing both VF and SF patterns. In this paper I analyze corpus examples of
SF patterns in Spanish and attempt an explanation for the emergence of these lexicalization
patterns that fall outside the typology.

In Georgian language the reduplication by its form can be less assessed as purely
grammatical category; it’s rather a phenomenon considered on lexical level. It’ll be bet-
ter to allocate it among the semantic categories; However it found its own verbal icon
and this, in sounds’ duplicated data is realized through transfer of simple root (sound)
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into complex root. Thus, a lexical image modified into a language, in its turn frequently
forms a binary opposition, one member of which expresses non-intensive sound, a neutral
content at some extent, and the other — expresses the intensity of this sound and on the
lexical level creates a marked reduplicated root.
