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TRANSLATOR’S NOTE

I am deeply grateful to Professor Amiran Tsamtsishvili-Pitskhalauri who gave me Revaz
Gabashvili’s Contribution of the Caucasian Race to World Civilization to prepare for publication.
Our society experiences a great lack of such literature and therefore is deprived of the possibility to
perceive the glory of our own language and culture.

This booklet is the epitome of a sizable work that took 25-30 years of persistent labor. It
contains only the author’s conclusions gradually carving up the immeasurably great contribution of
the Caucasian race (resp. Georgian) to the development of world civilization. This issue has long
been attributed to taboo issues and papers executed in this field have at best been met with a derisive
smile.

Upon reading the text | had an instant desire to translate it into English, so that, besides the
Georgian scholarly world, the West could also have the opportunity of getting acquainted with the
work of a scholar who had unceasingly and untiringly cared about his language and culture. At the
same time the goals of the translation are: to, at least, slightly fill the gap existing in the sphere of
western humanities that has been created by lack of English translations of scientific papers that have
been done within the field of Kartvelian languages and culture. Apart from this, I hope, it will
increase awareness of the western scholarly world in these problems and eventually lead someone to
the decision to translate the work into English. In this context I would also like to remark that the
translation of Mr. Gabashvili’s work into Georgian would also beautify Georgian scientific thinking.

[ am convinced that the publication of this booklet in two-languages will help to reveal the
role of the Kartvelian phenomenon in the development of world civilization and will also stimulate
the decipherment of a number of cultural and language enigmas through a new approach, a new
methodology which is offered by Kartvelian, and more generally, by Ibero-Caucasian languages,
their people and their culture.

Except for some inexactitude in language the preface written by the author has been left
unaltered. This way, I believe, the reader will get a more intense feeling of the voice of a man torn
away from but constantly thinking and caring about his homeland. As to the author’s Georgian
manuscript, it has been changed according to the requirements of the Georgian literary language,
though within permissible limits I tried to retain the original text. Some of the printing errors made
in the French original are corrected and respective notes are made in the footnotes.

In the end, I would like to thank Eteri Khetaguri, a Senior Teacher at the Tbilisi University of

Western Languages and Culture, who freely devoted her time, energy and knowledge to the
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comparison of the Georgian version of the text with the original manuscript.

My thanks are also due to Michael Fields, a Freshmen Coordinator at Isik University, Istanbul
for his help in the preparation of the final version of the English translation.

It is with a feeling of great appreciation that I would like to thank Giorgi Grigolashvili,
Candidate of Technical Sciences, Docent, for his disinterested support and dedicated assistance in

creating the design and page-making of the present work in a surprisingly short period of time.

EDITOR’S NOTE

Humanitarian scholars of all races, big and small nations or tribes have always tried according
to the possibilities offered to put forward the slightest evidence that their people contributed to
world culture and civilization. Georgian scholars have also worked on these problems with a certain
intensity, among them are those working abroad and emigrant Revaz Gabashvili, who lived and
worked in Paris, certainly stands out with special intensity.

Mr. Gabashvili must have followed our publications on excellent representatives of Georgian
cultural emigration for in 1968 I received a short, 18 page long illustrated booklet of the conclusions
drawn in his sizable work. The booklet was accompanied by a warm letter in which Mr. Gabashili
asked me for two nuggets of gold for the publication of his book (the original is in the State Archive,
A.Ts.). It goes without saying that I failed to fulfill his request and informed him of the obstacles
lying in my way. Fortunately, he managed to publish his work on his own and the reaction was that
of great interest, assessment and positive reviews.

The booklet presented below is the advertising brochure published in 1967 compiled by the
author in French and containing his preface and conclusions. It was sent to me together with its
Georgian translation by R. Gabashvili in 1968. Since then | have often tried to publish it but in vain,
Party and censor red-tape were afraid if...But in fact, as the reader will make sure, the presented
piece is harmless pure history, partly known and published, but partly containing some such material
or nuances that have been unknown to us, e.g. the priority of the Mtkvari-Araksi civilization over
the Mesopotamian one (Baba-Nunu), the identification of Babylon and Kardukhia, a female aspect
of the god Kaldu, the recognition of the first names of Cyprus and Crete as Kavtara and Alazia, and
that of Lesbos - Lazba; cyclopean ziggurats, caves, Mitannian Kikulia, who was the first horse
breaker and the identity of a number of place-names.

I presume that some of the ancient terms used by R. Gabashvili must be sought in the archetype:
the name of the Babylonian district Khila - Khuila, Abisari - Apizari, Kudur-Magubi - Kuitur-
Magub/Makuba, Nin-Girsu - Nin-khirsu/Nina-khuirzu. Enetarzi - Enatharsi, Ruza/Rusa/Roza, Udaisi
- [kluaisi, Hubushkia=Hubush+Kuia, Alabria - Kalabria, Khura - (a)khura and so on. But the
ethnic name Khuriti, the same as Khuriti/ Khurithi/Huriti/Kuritia is based on and originates from
khurva = making hot, khuro, huro, uro, m-khurvale, khuria/huria. This work of R. Gabashvili is a
separate publication with comments and illustrations. The French original can be provided for those
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interested.

The publication of the present summary booklet of R. Gabashvili’s sizable work assumes
international significance as Mr. Ardzinba and his separatist pack go out of their way to use mass
media with the purpose of spreading false fantastic tales of the allegedly thousands-of-years-old
aboriginal status of the Apsua people in Ap-Khar-Zaneti. The ignorant Sukhumi politicians and their
bandit allies are shamelessly and cunnigly trying to use the historical biography of Pikhunia, a Thipian,
also known as Tibarenian or Chan-Laz-Zan king, to age their statehood back 3500 years, the date
they intend to celebrate.

The schizophrenic, fraudulent theory of the Apsua ideologists is refuted by strong scientific

evidence revealed in R. Gabashvili’s work.

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REVAZ GABASHVILI - BRIEF BIOGRAPHY

The late R. Gabashvili (6.X1.82 - 1969) was one of the most distinguished erudite scholars,
history examiners and researchers among our desolate and wandering countrymen scholars of the
first half of the XX century. Revaz, the eldest son of Ekaterine Gabashvili the writer, got involved in
the national-patriotic movement and social activities from early childhood. In 1902 upon the
completion of the Thbilisi Gymnasium for Aristocracy he went to Belgium and studied at the
Montephiore Electro-Technical Institute for three years. It was in Belgium, as well as in Geneva,
Brussels, Paris and London that he got acquainted with Trotsky, Plekhanov, Martov and others. No
sooner had the revolutionary upheaval of the 1905-1907 started in Georgia than Rezo Gabashvili
left Belgium and joined the rebels, but the increased reaction forced him to seek shelter in Paris with
forged documents. In 1907 he returned to Tbilisi, got married and left for St.Petersburg with his
wife. Rezo was enrolled at the Faculty of Physics and Mathematics, and Mariam - at the Faculty of
Humanities. Unfortunately, Rezo happened to be arrested together with the rebel students supporting
the recently deceased Leo Tolstoy and he was kept in prison for over 3 months, and was then
expelled from the Institute, which resulted in the loss of three years” work.

1911 saw R. Gabashvili’s return to his homeland. He was immediately immersed in the social
and political life of the country and gave an unceasing care and attention to the resurrection of
Georgia’s economy. His main concern was to drive foreign capital away and therefore, attempted to
restrict capitalists and private trade through cooperatives and social commerce. He left the Social-
Democrats and Socialist-Federalists and thought of creating a national party. In 1912 he founded
and managed the magazine “Klde” (“CIiff”, A.M.) till 1915. He was responsible for all the
organizational problems, wrote articles and acted as a critic. In 1915 “Klde” joined the newspaper
“Sakartvelo”(Georgia, A.M.) which from 1917 was turned into a “National-Democratic Party” under
Spriridon Kedia’s leadership. Rezo Gabashvili was a Party representative in the Parliament of
independent Georgia.

After 1921, when Georgia was occupied by Red Russia, Rezo Gabashvbili escaped from
Soviet dictatorship, left his family in Tbilisi and found shelter in Istanbul where he studied the Turkish
language, ancient monuments, museums, archaeological materials, treasures and manuscripts. At
the same time he was a stunning polyglot. He spoke and wrote Persian, French, English, German,
Spanish, Georgian and Russian well and employed them in writing. Some time later the refugee,
Revaz moved and settled in France, where he got to know Zurab Avalishvili and Victor Nozadze.
They inspired him to study history, ethnography and archaeology in addition to politics and Rezo
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started examining Parisian material. Soon, in 1967 he published the French version of the present
work executed in Georgian and English. It is noteworthy that back in 1957 Rezo published a short
but significant work entitled “Contribution of the Georgian Race to World Civilization”. While working
in a special section of the Public Library I secretly got acquainted with this work. It interested me
greatly and I had a lasting intellectual impact. R. Gabashvili is also the author of a sizable research
work “Urartu”. It is an interesting historical study whose summary was published in “National
Georgian”. Furthermore, the journal “Kavkasioni” (1964, IX,1967, XII) bore his “Small Note™ and
“The Story of the Garden of Eden™, and his 1959 Munich publication of 340 page strong collection
of his memories caused a big row and controversy among the loyal and reactionary emigrants.

In 1957 the homeless scholar took an effectively active part in the official opening ceremony
of the Georgian community living in Paris . The ceremony was dedicated to the commemoration of
Ilia Chavchavadze’s 120" birth and 50" death anniversaries. Revaz spoke extensively on Ilia’s economic
activity and recalled some episodes from his life.

After Stalin’s death, when the political climate got warmer and the ice was broken in Georgia
as well, I managed to establish correspondence with Mr. Gabashvili. Having found out about it, his
children Tsiala and Gurami contacted me and I contributed in facilitating their trip to Paris. After
nearly 50 years of separation it is easy to imagine how happy and joyful the father and children get-
together was. Single life, untiring research work, social activity, hardships and finally the great joy
caused by the reunion with his children excited and weakened the homeless old man and at the age
of 87 he passed away. It was with great honors that in 1969 Mr. Revaz Gabashvili, the great son of
his country, a passionate patriot, a frue man who cared about and loved his homeland was buried in
the Banio cemetery in Paris. But he had not worked in vain and his contribution both to foreign, and
more importantly, to his native scholarly thought is great. Let the earth of a foreign land be as light

as feather for him and let his sole repose in light, Amen!

FOREWORD

The present booklet presents a brief summary of a sizable book with the same title and
contains only the conclusions reached by the author. I stress the fact that all the proper names are
phonetically spelt with French orthography because the French alphabet cannot express all foreign
sounds.

E.g. x is pronounced as kh in Kharkov, khorosho, etc., or as Spanish j in Jose.
Q is pronounced as, for instance, @, ¢ in Latin aqua.

J is read as in English James and general.

H, h is pronounced with strong aspiration as in Japanese Hiro-Hito.

Teh is read as English ch. E.g. in the word Churchill, or as in Greek.

Tz, ts must be pronounced as in Latin Cicero, or German Zu, Zoo.

U, u - is pronounced as French ou, etc.

As I'had no financial means to print the whole book and present all the evidence and hundreds

of illustrations to prove my conclusions, I have to be brief.

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CONTRIBUTION OF THE CAUCASIAN RACE
TO WORLD CIVILIZATION

Between about 1910-1920 as a result of a number of meetings and partial co-operation with
three scholars-archacologists as well as linguists and historians - Iv. Javakhishvili, Nick Marr and
Ekvtime Takaishvili, my visits to the Tbilisi, Constantinople, Berlin, Munich, Paris and London
museums as well as Persian, Iraqi and Turkish exhibitions held in France' and the 25-30-year long
study of different works published in Eastern and Western European languages written by hundreds

of archaeologists, linguists, historians and numismatists and others, in my book Contribution of the

Caucasian Race to World Civilization, 1 came to the following conclusions:

1 - The location of the Biblical Garden of Eden was acknowledged to be between the sources of two
mesopotamias: on the one hand, the Tigris and the Euphrates (Mesopotamia 1). and on the other
hand - the Mtkvari and Araksi (Mesopotamia 2). All the four rivers start on a geographically very
small territory with a natural environment of exceptionally rare beauty (Genesis, Story o

2 - Contrary to the strangely insistent presumption that “all nations have come from somewhere” to
their present place of habitation, the inhabitants of this country of Paradise (the Caucasus, Ararat
and Zagros) did not come from anywhere as they had been born there hundreds of thousands of
years ago: multiplied, spread and developed along both mesopotamias (where, perhaps, the first

Homo Sapiens emerged).

- In 3.000 B.C. this population, spread «from the Caucasus to the Persian Gulf and from India to
the Iberian Peninsula (Spain), was made up of a single Caucaso-Chaldean race who possessed a high

level of civilization and spoke one language»”.

tribes of the same Caucaso-Chaldean race existing before the fall of the Tower of Babel. In reality
the divergence of languages occurred owing to long distances and long spans of time as well as to
the mixing up with local dialects. Language change was a slow evolution and in consequence separated

tribes ceased to understand each other.

5 - According to numerous facts and signs the civilization of the Second Mesopotamia (the Mtkvari-
Araksi) was prior to the first (the Tigris-Euphrates) though archaeologically the former was discovered

6 - The most significant fact is that today there still is a living nation with its live literary language,
preserving the treasury not only of the Sumero-Babylono-Urartian vocabulary, expressions, grammar
rules and forms but also those of other living nations.

Chaldean resurrections®. All the four presented an inseparable unity in 3,000 B.C. and even much

earlier than that.

8 - About 3,000 B.C. a different race, the Semites started infiltrating into the geographically and
politically unified territory of the god Kaldu situated between four seas (Black, Caspian, Persian
Gulf and Mediterranean). This active minority devoid of all creativity, slowly strengthened its positions.
Being militarily better equipped and having a better discipline they (the Semites, A.M.) claimed their
territory, adopted their religion (only the names of the gods were changed), appropriated their art,
writing and their civilization (culture) in general; they «created only insidious generals and blood-
thirsy warriors»’ (G. Maspero) and created the first empire in the world headed by Sargon 1.
During the second millennium B.C. other minority groups started encroaching upon the same

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territory «among the four seasy», the Indo-Europeans, perhaps mixed with the Caucasians'’; they
were less insidious than the Semites but militarily as well equipped and soldierly as well organized as
they. For two thousand years these two minorities fought each other'' severely ruining the entity of
the autochtonic population, separating and diffusing their unity'? by violence; they used cunning,
false political treaties and other insidious means to organize them into different groupings but they
still remained close relatives ethnically, racially and language-wise. These new comers, being
“Chaldeanized” acquired their culture and implanted their own military might, their fighting spirit
and their «force-based organization», in a word, their militarism into these ancient people.

This is how a great number of small kingdoms, and small nations with their small governer-
kings were created from the shores of the Mediterranean Sea to the later emerged kingdoms on the
Persian Gulf. Those around Lake'* Urmia bore the name «Nairi»'* though each kingdom preserved

the name of its own tribe.

9 - In order to defend themselves from the common enemy - the bloodthirsty Assyrians these
kingdoms created unions of ten, twenty and sometimes even sixty kingdoms. They fought against
their invaders during all the time of their existence till their complete destruction in 612 B.C.

At the beginning of the first millennium one of these confederations developed into a state,
first with an elected king (Erili Erilo) and then with a true dynasty and enjoyed uninterrupted existence
for three hundred years. Their dynastic rule has not been repeated anywhere except in Georgia: each
king declared his son to be not only his heir but also the king of the country. This son-king ruled the
country together with the father-king and was empowered with all the royal rights.

This state which was the resurrection of the Sumero -Babylonian culture and the Chaldean
race bore the name of Urartu-Chaldea. The whole envious strength of Syria and Hatti pressed it as
hard as it could causing various changes in the cycle of its fate; and yet this power helped it (Urartu-
Chaldea, A.M.) to ruin its historical enemy - Assyria. Urartu-Chaldea outlived the destruction of
Assyria by another 27 years and was itself destroyed by Persians and Scythians in 685 B.C.

10 - Regular archaeological excavations alongside the Second Mesopotamia (the Mtkvari-Araksi
basin) initiated only in 1940 revealed a number of facts unknown to the West till then. New discoveries
offered by regular excavations and studies conducted by dozens of scholars at ethnological and
archaeological research centers, especially in Georgia prove a gradual, unceasing cultural development
from the very start to present; they (discoveries, A.M.) also reveal a strange (?) similarity with the
pre-Sumerian times (Halaf, Susa, Ubaid, Jemdet Nasr, Anu, Catal-Hiiyiik and others). A number of

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small and large settlements, burials and church-yards, metal and glass ovens”, alters were discovered
near lakes; work and war instruments made of stone, obsidian, copper and bronze, ceramics, various
jewelry and so on. They are dated by III, [V and V millennia B.C. and remind us of the illustrations
of Hyde Clark’s digs.

11 - This civilization was destroyed perhaps by a volcanic earthquake, which is not infrequent in
these parts; but the traces of its existence have survived in every part of the world and in all spheres
of life. The date of this disaster (fire) has not yet been found but it long preceded Urartu and Babylon-
Kardukhia; maybe even the Deluge or it may be a contemporary event with their relatives - Sumero-
Chaldeans.

12 - Major conclusion: I think according to the Bible - «Render therefore to Caesar the things that
are Caesar’s, and to God the things that are God’s», i.e. let us return to the old name of the Caucasian
Race". It would be desirable to declare the territory of the «old paradise» a neutral zone through an
international declaration and erect an international museum there, i.e. a ziggurat-like building whose
natural prototypes are found everywhere throughout the Caucasus.

This place, perhaps, cannot be the true «Garden of Eden» but the co-operation of great
powers with dozens of scholars could turn it into a true fact of peace - Pax Internationalis.

“The knowledge of the Georgian language greatly helped me in the translation of the
«Hammurabi Code» - E. Takaishvili recalled Sayce’s words when he (E. Takaishvili, A.M.) showed

I have no possibility to present thousands
of ceramic objects, weapons, work instruments,
ornaments, frescoes very similar and often just
identical, spread in a great number of museums
and archaeological books. I will present here only
very typical and unknown examples.

Fig. 10a - Marani - wine jars which were
used for oil, beer, cereals and even as coffins for
children: this Marani of the Urartian times was
discovered by B.B. Piotrovsky in Karmir-Blur

Carts,
spears and other objects of different shapes were
also unearthed.

All this was discovered in the temple of Mana in
the city of Mussassir, which was looted by the
Assyrians in 714 B.C. The mentioned ornament
coincides with the depiction of Vulcan carved on
Achilles’ shield.

Similar axes, arrows, spears, hammers
and other weapons unearthed in ancient Ur, Crete,

A great Russian scientist B.B. Kuftin and

his Georgian co-workers unearthed a cyclopean

city-castle in Trialeti (Meskheti - «the Garden of
Eden»?’) similar to the structures discovered by
B.B. Piotrovski in Karmir-Blur and other
archaeologists in Urartu. One of the royal graves
resembled the reconstructed grave of Queen
Shubat even in the minutest details. Similar
grandiose funerals and exact construction
techniques of burial, the richness of objects,
mostly with the sacrifice of young boys and girls,
sacrifice of cattle and bulls, carts of similar shape
(made of Caucasian wood) with their cart-men,

slaves’ work instruments, etc. were revealed. A

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similar burial place was discovered in
Yerevan and a similar burial cart is kept in the
Vienna museum (Fig. 15. Model of Funerary Cart,
Fig.16. Wheel Shapes).

The funerary ritual of ordinary people was
the same in all the «four Chaldeas»: a bronze,
silver or gold plate was put on the eyes, ears and
the mouth of the deceased (Fig. 17).

b) Architecture

Construction of houses, palaces, temples,
towns and castles is very similar to the building
techniques of Urartu, Babylon and Sumer?'.

In my opinion the most significant factor
existing between the ziggurats and their
prototypes in the Caucasus is the similarity of
the shape and function (concept and purpose).
The whole of the Caucasus, particularly Sa-kartu-
elo is a very mountainous country, with a number
of many-storeyed natural caves (frequently
improved by hand and designed to suit people’s
needs)®?. Being unable to present all patterns, |
will illustrate only three: Vardzia (castle-city-
monastery), Gori (fortress) and Khizanaanth
Gora (defensive castle). In addition, I will supply
one more illustration of a village, let alone dozens
of similar villages and cities, towers, monasteries
and temples® with fewer storeys or terraces. It is
also very significant that all saints and Christian
deities lived and built on the mountains and cliffs

like the ones of the pagan times.

From the very start these caves sheltered
animals and the first humans (e.g. Sakazhia in
western Georgia), but later they were turned into
castles and cities: Ur-b(a)nisi, Uplis Tsikhe,
Odzrkhe, Tmogvi and many others.

A number of Sumero-Babylono-Urartian, same as Chaldean names are found in

Georgian:

Ur - a village in Meskheti, southwestern Georgia;

Uruk - avillage in West Georgia and the ruins in North Caucasus;
Larsa - a village in the Dariali valley;

Kish - a village in Kakheti, eastern Georgia;

Baba-Nunu (according to G. Contenau) - the ancient name of the Euphrates 2,000 B.C., which
means “bread-wine” and which is the source of the French word baragouiner). The same Euphrates
river received the name of Alazani (according to Herodotus). Baba-Nunu and Alazani are Georgian

names. The same can be said about the Akkadian name of the same river Pouratou, it is also Georgian.

Three out of four Babylonian districts carried Georgian names - Babil, Kasri, Khila - flower, tower,

The whole Babylonian Empire had the name of «Kardukhia» because of the deity Karthu, the word,

Georgia’s present name takes its sourse® from.

Erech = the Sumerian Uruk Dynasty, Meskhi (Biblical Mosokh and the name of Georgian tribes);
Agasheiri (the first king).

Almost all the kings of Urartu bear Georgain names: Great Menua the First, Arame, Shaduri
Ruza, as well as the first coach of horsemanship Kikulia who even set up the first horsemanship
training school. Seven major provinces of Urartu carry Georgian names: Shubi, Zaranda, Dala, Bari,
Armarili, Aiadi, Uaiaisi and Biaiana. The second row: Hubushkia, Alabria, Sukhumi, Khani, Chilaia,
Tao-khi, Sura and dozens of others.

It is not yet known where the name of Hurit comes from (Pronounce: Khurit), the name of
the greatest part of the population, the creators of the future empire of Urartu, but it is well-known
that this name (and the syllable) is extremely wide-spread in Georgia: Huria, Huro = a carpenter,
Haro = a pit, and many others; perhaps, it is a distant resemblance of the syllable «UR» which is
more wide-spread in Georgia; Urbnisi, Uraveli, Ur, Uruki, Uratadze, Urushadze, and many others.
There also exists an opinion (of academician Bashmakov and others) that before creating the Empire
of Urartu the Hurits had set up a large state (having different names at different times) embracing the

territory till Erzurum called Urartu L.
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
