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What is modern architecture?

The histary of modernism begins, 10 cut 2 long
story woefully short, with the emergence of the
nctann of an individual acting with sole respon-
sibility. This happened againsta background al
thie loss of the churehes” cultural dominance,
and a situation driven by the contradictions
of a productive sphere geared Lowards profit,
This radical change. often equated with the
“reviluation of all values™ (Mictzschel, inds its
technical and social expression in the ndustrei-
alization that drastically alered the lifes1yies
of humankind and, with the intensive develop-
ment of urban areas, had a very direcl smpact
an archileclune.

The enginear, by profession, considers just the
functionaliny of mterials and uses them, wher
ever posuable, only in the absolutely necessary
quantily and size, relying in particulor on stan-
dardized calculmions, This rational principhe
soon pervaded the building indusity and even
became compulsory for “architects”, By con-
trast, nod all engineers adhered to the purely
Tunctional and necessary, creating bold and
even acsthetcally innovative buildings that
made a radical smpact onothe idea of what was
humanky possible.

Therefoe, industrialization laid the foundations
for a new architecisre, "at a time when crafls-
manship was metamorphosing inlo the indus-
trial production process” (Eugene-Emmanuel
Winllet-be-Dhech And yet, thas translormation
Wi l!lr o means dhirect and deliberaie, Many
circwious routes were aken fowarnds weodernn-
ism, which con sl be said 1o be "o work in
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progress”, Modernism is neither an epoch nosa
tide of events that peims a way forward from
any particular historical point in thine, Rather, it
i o the one hand equated with technological
progress and rationalization, bul on the olled
wilh the loss of traditional values amd acsihel-
ics, From this standpoiml, modernism must be
regarded as a never-finished project concermed
willy harmonizing Enlightenment hopes for seeli-
determinegd individuals with social and techao-
logical changes.

This is quite specifically reflecied in the re-
quire-memns demanded of individual design-
ers: the job specifications lor engineers and
archilects describe specialists not merely
assigned to technical projecis, but those o
whom social responsibrlity is also entrusted.
This can be explaingd by the special robe archi-
leciure plays in our lives, as, amaong all the
arts=ifwe still categorize it like this, although
perhaps not necessarily in the most serious
senge—it certainly ranks among those thal most
influence people, yet in the subtlest maniner.
In fact, it is o much a part of the perception

of our daily reality thal the whale of our actaly
in perceived space B alse activity i lormed
space: gach person has an architecturally de-
fined home. Even for those of us who, because
they have no howse, have 1o sleep under a
hridgc, vy huildinﬁi& associnied with the
funciion of protection and warmeh. As a living
space, the cily is defined by archiléctuee, Even
the countryside is structused by culturally typi-
cal setllements, representing residences and



destinations according to which our world view
it mitablished. That aur p:l\cq':!iﬁn al the warld
is linked wath the strucluring of space—and
tima=and that these factors have changed with
industrialization, has been common knowl-
edge, a1 least since Waollgang Schvelbusch's
The Reifway fourney, The fact that the process-
ing of this transformation in the cullural conlext
takes lime complicates our consideration of
causes and effects, Here we can no langer
speak of the inertia of the human being who is
still, as im Richard Meutra's biorealistic theory,
car:'.-iuﬂ round the ﬁun:sqd' life e the slCppes,
The artist, as for example in Theodor Fontane's
poem “The Tay Bridge®, is allowed 1o make
mistakes, Bub when the inon structure afa
collapsed bridge mutates down o the frame,
the architect must immediately prove fitness
for funclion.

sodern architeciure is barn of a commaon
desire for change, to alter not only the lowd, but
also living conditions lor the users, Architee-
twre, therefore, doubtless has a special role,
though many will question its character as art
at all, Fromy the moment of its handover, archi-
tecture is immediately and essentially mea-
sured on the grounds of its wsabilily. 1 does not
enjoy the same space for progressive develop-
ment as other arts. This argement has led 1o
some dispute aver the quality ef architecture as
an art, as, for example, is sUl reflected inthe
German wond Tor architee ture, Bookomil

{the art of building). Yet, when we observe the
history ol architecture, it becanmes elear Lhal ne

building has automatically developed purcly
from the application of functional and techni-
cal specifications, Rather, evenin the case of
what are known as the functionakists, basie
assurnplions of an aesthetic nature have crept
inlo the creatian aof form. Az inoarl loo, self.
referential expression by the architect as
creator of @ building must nol necessarily be
accepted withou criticism, He is, alter all, a
creative person through whom spontaneous
suppositions are iranslated inlo experience,

In canteast with industry, the architect is
constam I:,.- creal il'lﬂ prolelypes, Wihere pnchas-
try. before mass production, engages inexiens
sive Lesting (o find Uhe best possible solution,
maat buildings—leaving aside here prelatsn-
cated houses—are experiments arising roma
unique set of circemsiances and encounters
between ewned-builders nnd planners. There-
fere archites lure i3 also always a social process,
the result of which cannot be pre-determined,
In favorable cases, however, and herein lies Lhe
core charscter ol modeen archilecturne, it is
born of 3 commaon desire for change, 1o alier
not only the land, but also living conditions
far the users, whether they are residens or
workers. This was how, in 1913, Walter Gropius
saw in a modern factery a “worlhy garment”,
which will impress passers-by and make work-
£rs marg Frq:lurtliw, vl jusl h".- Eivil:ﬁ Lhes
worker “light, air and cleanliness™ bul also an
impreision of greatmess that will kelp him rise
above the stupadity of factory work: “Init he
will become more joviul as he plays his part in
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crealing ereal commaon valses, os his works
place, designed by the artist, appeals 1o the
sense of beauly innale sn everyone and has an
enlivening offect on the menolany of mecha-
gl vk "

Gropius wrote this fram Lhe seli-confidence of
someone imagming himself to be on the right
path and secing the end of an age essentially

on seasch of a new siyle in tune with the indus-
tralized world,

This period, largely coinciding with ihe 19ih
century, inwhich stylistic pluralsm led o an
arbtranness generally felt to be deficient, was
finally superseded by an epoch in which the
cancepl of siyle matsell became obsolete. Even
in 1914, Henry van de Velde was of the opinian
that “lor 20 years, some of us have been secking
the forms and embellishments that perfectly
correspomd o our time”, But it was already
clear where the journey was leading: 1o a func-
tonabism referred 1o in 1932 as the “Intema-
tional Style”, which rid itself af all ornament.
Functional spaces and “appropnate” or “trug”
wie of the available building materals formaed
part of the foundations of neo-realism. s rep-
resentatives demanded simple design, withow
any hisloricsl evertones, and funclionality that
was geared towards prefabrication and mass
productios. Neither the temporal nor the
grographical space in which (his movement
cama inte heing can be clearly defined,

B}' 1927, modetnnm had asserted itsclf on

the archite tural scene, with flat roals, white
stucco fagades, strmght lines, open plans, steel
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frameswarks and horlzontal strip windows
becaming for a time the standarnd must-have
features of every modern buitding, its archi-
tects were united in their rejection of archibec-
ture as fing art, and of fraditional architectural
teaching, and sirived to form their own theories
and create new schools such as the Bauhaus in
Genmany and VERUTEMAS in the Soviet Unicn,
The 1928 ClAM conference, under the leader-
ship of Siglried Giedion and Le Corbusier, set
oul whai has become knewn as the Declaration
of La Sarraz, which had a great influence on the
idealistic ieaching of modern archilecture.
Even Le Corbusier, wha, with his radical wrban
planning designs, was often misunderstood,
realized that all the pamphlets and declarations
remained unsatisfactory in the face of reality:
“For me the word architecture denotes some-
thing more mysierious than the raticnal o
funcilional, something thal predominates, irm-
poses itseli. it is without doubt a human need
16 hawe warns leel and yel my sendalli 1y rather
responds toa need (hat is based on harmony
and that is woarth more than an American
Humumer, a glass of champagne or a fresh
salad,..”. When Julien Qlfray de La Metinie
exiended René Descartes' mechanistic world
view into the exaggerated notion of [aemme
maching, il was also machines that cure mian of
his suffering and free him (rom his diseases in
the end. This did nat wark, this outlook has
proved umenable and neither has the func-
tismalist approach proved 1o be the st word
inarchileciure.



Space will not allow itself to be mechanically
defined, Altempls to captuse it in modules and
Madulors have remained experiments. The
Tadufe of Le Corbudier’s urban pla.nninga.l
Chandigarh is just a5 much proof of this as the
blowing up of the social housing system at
Pritt-1goe and; ultimately, the discomfure of
every individual with the simplified forms of
moadern architeciure that 'unpingc o homat
every lurn, These are often imposed by purely
commercial diciates and are deliberate into-
sions an the artistic independence al architects
capable of designing space beyond rationa:
listic calculation and with so much more o
offer than what is found in & consiruction cost
caleulation,

Julius Posener has insisted on the error and the
danger of wanting Lo define modernism lrom
one’s own historically limiled perspective,
And hecause il is not appropriate to seeka
mauld when we do not as yel know the final
form, we can indeed regard modernism only as
a project and, like the indiddual architects
waorking with awareness of this problem, treat it
as such, Modernism's differences are aften
maore remarkable and take us further than the
simularities. They point Lo the special charae-
teristics of the indwidual building in its emdron-
mant, its historical siteation, its users, but the
similarities indicate only categories that have
been created by art or architectural historians
and i general barely bead any further.,
